Spring Break Youth Leadership Institute
The Spring Break Institute is a project of the youth working group of the Campaign to End AIDS (C2EA).

Why have a Spring Break Institute:  In the movement to bring about an end to the AIDS crisis, leaders are needed, especially young leaders.  The Spring Break Institute (SBI) is an opportunity for future leaders to learn and share how to change policies affecting the lives of people with HIV/AIDS, their families and communities, both in the US and around the world.  Thirty young people will come to Washington, DC from March 12th to 17th.  They will receive training on how to outreach to communities, plan demonstrations, effectively educate elected representatives, and do all the things that need to be done to create the political will to end AIDS.

Why apply for the SBI:  If you have ever thought that there is something wrong with how things are working now, and that there must be some way to make things work better, then the SBI is for you.  Each day you will learn a new skill, and when you return home, you will be equipped with the knowledge and skills to organize your community and make a difference.

Eligibility:  Eligible people include youth between the ages of 16 and 26, and do not necessarily have to be students.  They will have demonstrated leadership in their communities, and will be passionate about the pursuit of social justice.  They do not have to have experience working with AIDS specifically.  Anyone who is interested in learning how to organize communities to make changes for the better is encouraged to apply.
Cost:
The cost of the institute is $150, which includes lodging and breakfast and lunch each day.  Institute participants will be expected to provide their own transportation to Washington, as well as pay for transportation within the city and dinner for all five nights.  The SBI will cost each participant approximately $400, depending on how much the airfare costs.  We will be providing a limited number of full scholarships to qualified applicants who demonstrate financial need, as well as a desire to remain actively involved in the C2EA.
