Why become an Open Forum Partner Organization (OFPO) with TakingITGlobal (TIG)?

>All organizations approved as OFPOs will be promoted worldwide on the TakingITGlobal platform under the List of Open Forum Partner Organizations. 
>In addition, your organization will have the opportunity to introduce its work to TIG members and other youth attending Open Forums. 

>Finally, your organization, if registered with TIG, will be able to use existing TIG Technology Tools such as Open Forums Pages, TIG e-groups, Project Pages and Discussion Boards to advertise opportunities to youth. 

In addition, please keep in mind that:

>Partner organizations should have a youth focus, be geared towards youth or show interest in attracting and promoting youth in the country. Ideally, supporting organizations will have a trajectory of mobilizing youth at the local, national and/or international level. 

>TakingITGlobal will not approve or promote organizations that are politically or religiously motivated to an extent that they run contrary to the spirit of TIG. 

>TakingITGlobal will not approve or promote organizations whose work or products denigrate, oppress or are harmful to cultures or peoples. 
By agreeing that your organization be included in the List of Open Forum Partner Organizations, your organization is committing itself to support at least one Open Forum every two months.
