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Guidelines for MDG Articles
Purpose of the articles
All the articles serve the purpose of raising awareness about the Millennium Development Goals, especially among young people. They also showcase what young people are doing to help achieving the Goals. Thus, they can be a source of inspiration for other young people to take action in their communities as well. 
Articles for www.millenniumcampaign.org/youth: 

Format of the articles

Articles which will be selected for publication at the UN Cyberschoolbus website tell a personal story of a young person. Preferably, these articles are written in the 1st person by the young person him or her self. Youth that can be chosen for writing such articles are 
· Youth that are actively contributing to the achievement of the Millennium Development Goals through awareness campaigns (raising awareness about the MDGs in general or about one or more of the Goals such as HIV/AIDS issues)

· Youth that are actively contributing to the achievement of the Millennium Development Goals through advocacy campaigns (lobbying their governments, private sector entities, influential organizations or institutions to commit to the realization of the Goals)
· Youth that are actively contributing to the achievement of the Millennium Development Goals through action (short-term actions or long-term projects that are geared towards the achievement of the Goals)

It is also possible that a young person who had “direct experience” with the MDGs writes his or her story, e.g. a young person who grew up in extreme poverty could describe what he/she did to escape out of poverty, or a young woman or girl could tell how her life has changed after she was allowed to attend primary school. 
If it is not feasible to have a young person tell his or her own story, you can also conduct an interview with the person and either edit it in a way that it is an exciting interview or write an inspiring story using parts of the interview.
You are also most welcome to submit multimedia pieces, e.g. short videos showing young people in action. Also, if you are interviewing a person or following a young person taking action around the MDGs, don’t forget to take pictures if you have the possibility to do so!!

Articles for Panorama (TakingITGlobal’s online magazine) and other publications (local/national newspapers and magazines, web bulletins etc.):

Format of the articles

In addition to the above mentioned format, you are welcome to write any kind of articles relating to young people and the MDGs, e.g. articles describing how youth in your country are affected by the MDGs and why it is important for your government to keep its promise to achieve them by 2015. But always keep in mind that the article should also have a positive element to it, showing that it is actually possible to achieve the MDGs. 

Submission of the articles

All articles should be submitted to TakingITGlobal’s online magazine Panorama following the guidelines of the magazine as outlined here: http://www.takingitglobal.org/panorama/content.html. If possible you and the authors themselves should submit the article, for which they need to become a TIG member first. If for any reason this is not possible, you can ask Romi to help you. 

To facilitate the work of other TIG staff members who are approving Panorama submissions, it will be very helpful if you can mention the MDGs clearly in the title of the article.  

After submitting your articles we will chose the ones that are suitable for publication on the UN Cyberschoolbus website as well.
If one of your articles is being published in a newspaper or magazine other than Panorama please send us a copy of the published article (either via mail or a scanned version via e-mail).
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
