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YES Country Networks

A major breakthrough in the journey of the YES Campaign came when efforts to were taken by young people to launch National YES Networks as part of the build up to the Alexandria Youth Employment Summit. In early 2001, a large variety of individuals and organizations began realizing the depths of the youth unemployment crisis, and the strategic opportunity represented by the YES Campaign. 

By March 2003, approximately sixty YES Networks became operational; they work to create ongoing dialogue between key stakeholders, make recommendations to policy-makers, and draw up strategic action plans at the national level. YES Networks also represent an exciting vehicle for ongoing civic participation for its members, particularly youth.

The YES Networks lead the YES Campaign in their countries, initiating action in:

· Organizing national consultations to understand the local youth employment scenario and work to place the issue on the country agenda.

· Bringing together youth-led and youth serving organizations to focus on the issue of employment.

· Developing partnerships between youth organizations, government, private sector, NGOs, and educational institutions for promoting youth employment.

· Disseminating information on youth employment to diverse stakeholders nationwide.

· Developing National Action Plans for youth employment.

· Identifying and mobilizing resources locally to support YES Network activities.

· Developing and implementing youth employment projects within the YES Framework for Action.

· YES Country Networks are youth-driven, multi-stakeholder groups committed to taking action on the national and local levels to generate employment opportunities for young people.
