An ambassador will be appointed to represent Guyana at CARICOM forums on issues affecting youths. 
Barbadian CARICOM Youth Ambassador, Chad Blackman told media representatives that the representative would be selected from a National Youth Council to be set up by a steering committee after national consultations on its feasibility. 

He said the Youth Council would comprise a wide cross section of representatives. 

“We want the involvement of everyone, regardless of ethnicity, class or status, from every part of the country,” the Youth Ambassador said. 

He mentioned that the committee would be required to seek the opinions of the ‘ordinary man.' 

Blackman said the need for Youth Council grows out of the necessity to empower youths who can influence policy makers. 

The Ambassador said countries can have powerful lawmakers and judicial systems, but that must be powered by youths who are the nucleus of society. 

“Unemployment, poverty and HIV are issues which youths have to deal with and who's better to address these issues, than the youths themselves,” Blackman commented. 

He said any representative chosen would take up youth issues and concerns not only at the national, but at the regional level. 

Guyanese youths have talent and excellent ideas, Blackman added. 

He further stated that young people must be allowed to voice their opinions and be given the opportunity to develop wholesome societies that would be inherited by their children. 

He noted that the youth ambassadors fully support of the CARICOM and Single Market Economy (CSME) 

Questioned on the free movement of ambassadors around the Caribbean, Blackman said no country could turn down anyone carrying the identification of a youth ambassador. 

“If we are moving to a common cause of integration and are looking forward to the CSME, then there are issues to address,” the Youth Ambassador stated. 

He expressed the hope that Guyana would resume its position of economic and political dominance in the Caribbean. 

Also at the briefing were representatives of Volunteer Youth Corp, Yonette Pierre; Guyana Youth Network, Edward Charles and Chairman of President Youth Choice Initiative, Paul Burnett. 

Youth Ambassador of St. Kitts Nevis, Jeneve Mills also attended the press briefing at the Commonwealth Youth Programme (CYP).
