	YIAD is a leading civil society and non governmental organisation based in Kumasi, the capital of Ashanti Region of Ghana. Established in 1996, it currently serves as a network organisation of more than fifty different youth organisations and groups. These groups are based in schools, communities and religious institutions. YIAD provides leadership and entrepreneurial skills and appropriate reproductive health information to young people.  
YIAD’s mission is to train and full empowerment of the youth of Ghana through capacity building and to influence policy for social change in collaboration with other stakeholders.
YIAD’s objectives include creating a platform for young people to express their opinions on national issues and to educate the general public on pressing issues such as sanitation, civic rights and responsibilities, etc.

	YIAD is at the forefront of fighting for the rights of young people and their inclusion in the decision making process at al levels of governance. In September 2005, YIAD spearheaded the first ever Ghana Youth Stakeholders Summit (GYSS) which brought youth leaders of various youth organisations in various parts of the country together to discuss common problems confronting them. After the summit, GYSS has now been established as an advocacy network of all youth groups in Ghana to ensure youth empowerment. YIAD is also a leading member of the Ghana Millennium Development Goals Youth Campaign Network (GMDGsYCN). During the 2004 presidential and parliamentary elections, YIAD in collaboration with CEDEP and financial support from CAFOD-UK organised Meet Your Aspiring Member of Parliament (MYAMP). This was a platform created for parliamentary aspirants of all political divide to interact and present their manifestoes to young people in their respective constituencies in order to elect the right leaders by their own conscience.

The MYAMP was preceded by Meet Your Member of Parliament in 2003 where open platforms were created for young people to engage with sitting members of Parliament to hold them accountable by questioning them on their functions and achievements.
YIAD formed its theatre arts wing called Youth in Action Street Theatre (YIAST) in year 1999. YIAST travels to various parts of the country to educate young people and the general public on HIV/AIDS, Domestic Violence, Peace building, Teenage Pregnancy, Drug abuse, etc.

Since its establishment, YIAD undertakes leadership and entrepreneurial skills workshop once in every quarter for the youth. This has helped hundreds of young people to create their own small businesses such as tye and dye making, embroidery, soap making, photography, hairdressing and dressmaking. After the trainings, some of them are supported with start-up capitals.
All these activities have been done with support from Centre for the Development of People (CEDEP-a national NGO in Ghana) and CAFO D, based in U.K
