Article 6 with a twist!!

Youth Expression Inside COP11
Article 6 requires governments to develop and implement educational and public awareness programmes on climate change and its effects.  Considering climate change will require long-terms solutions and affect this generation and many after it, the youth present at COP11 would like to give Art. 6 a little twist; namely, to develop and implement fun and creative events to increase negotiator awareness of youth involvement in the issue and their views on it.
These fun and creative events would occur daily, in a location within the Palais approved by the Secretariat, and would last for a maximum of 15 minutes (similar to the Fossil of the Day presentations). 

Sample of proposed events:

Pre-Industrialization Poetry Reading
A handful of youth, dressed in period costumes, will read An Ode to When Emissions Were Low, A Tale of Two Emissions Pathways and other great works by pre-1866 writers. 
Stop climate change.  Save hockey.

Youth, dressed in hockey greats’ jerseys, will serenade the COP passersby with Stompin’ Tom’s The good old hockey game song (a Canadian classic).

The Secretariat is invited to propose the guidelines for these events that the youth undertake to follow (such as to never target a specific country in their creative expression, etc.) or to suggest a liaison with whom youth could seek approval for their proposed ideas (perhaps for 5 minute meeting, each day after the youth coordination meeting).

Annex 1: Location Design

The wall serving as the backdrop for these events would be decorated as follows:
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The design would stay up for the two weeks of the conference, any and all other costumes or props would only be present in the space during the 15 minute presentations.
