About the ‘Working Groups’ Session

Participants shall be divided into Working Groups to enable them to engage in more in-depth exchanges on the range of issues that will be raised during the course of the forum.

Each Working Group shall be expected to present a 10-minute report of the outcome of its discussions to the plenary on the designated dates.  To steer and manage the work of the groups, it is recommended that the members of each Working Group elect/appoint a bureau comprising a Chairperson and Rapporteur from among themselves.  In keeping with the inter-regional dimension of this dialogue, it is further recommended that the two representatives be chosen from Asia and Europe each.

The Chairperson is tasked to manage the discussion with maximum efficiency, with a view both towards ensuring a good exchange of perspectives on the key issues, and producing a set of recommendations.  The Rapporteur, on the other hand, shall be responsible for capturing the main points of the discussions as well as the recommendations, and together with the Chairperson, shall draft the report of the Working Group.

A General Rapporteur has been designated by the conference organisers to facilitate the working process, and to provide guidance to the Chairperson and Rapporteur of each Working Group.
