· Has to stay in the program for 6 months continuously

· Possess a valid passport 

· SPYM and CWY will bear the expenses of the selected participants for their boarding & lodging, international airfare, Medical Insurance in Canadian phase, local transportation etc. during the exchange program.

· Selected participants will have to pay Rs. 5,000/- as a registration fee (non-refundable) and have to deposit Rs. 11,000/- for visa processing fee and pocket money (Pocket money will be given to the participants during the program on monthly basis).
