The first ever one year Diploma on Child Rights from a child rights programming perspective will be initiated from February 06. The Diploma is being offered by Department of Social Work, Jamia Millia Islamia, New Delhi with support from Save the Children Sweden Regional Programme for South and Central Asia. 
The first Diploma in South & Central Asia will offer professionals and students an insight on childhoods, child development, UN Convention on Rights of the Child, human rights approach, social work practice and child rights, advocacy and networking, rights based approach programming and its implementation. The Diploma will also prepare students to undertake a field or research assignment with child rights organisations.
Department of   Social Work, Jamia Millia Islamia, New Delhi with support from Save the Children Sweden Regional Programme for South and Central Asia jointly organised a 3-days workshop for various faculty members and resource persons who would transact classes in this Diploma course. This workshop was the first in the series of various capacity building inputs planned as part of the long term capacity building of the academia in child rights. 

Faculty members from various departments in the university, namely: Faculty of Law, Department of Sociology, Department of Psychology,  Department of Political Science, Human rights Programme, Sarojini Naidu Centre for Women Studies, and the State Resource Centre, Jamia Millia Islamia participated.
A Child Rights Resource Centre is also being developed in the Department of Social Work at Jamia Millia Islamia. Presently a number of publications have been acquired.
