Calls on the Commission and the Member States to provide a legal framework for guaranteeing the following values and issues:

 women must have access throughout the EU to accurate information, comprehensive sex education and family planning;

women must have access to high-quality women-centred care and services on reproductive health including safe abortion;

Calls on the Commission and the Member States to consider the prevention of unsafe abortions in some Member States as a public health priority and encourage Member States to delete the restrictive clauses added and/or reservations made in relation to UN Conventions and their Treaty of Accession to the EU;

Instructs its President to forward this declaration to the Council, the Commission and the Member States.
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
