It is our pleasure to announce that World Urban Forum & Youth Committee is currently accepting applications for the World Urban Youth Jam preceding the World Urban Forum June 16th -18th 2006, in Vancouver, Canada. The committee is accepting applications from young people aged 14-29 from developing countries with some development-program experience to participate. 

Background

The World Urban Youth Jam: Bringing Global Youth Leaders Together

The World Urban Youth Jam is a three-day youth conference taking place the weekend before the WUF. The Youth Jam will be a chance for young people involved in exciting youth-led projects around the world to meet, share best practices, connect and collaborate with each other.

The World Urban Youth Jam will bring together 150 international youth delegates with 150 North-American youth to discuss youth-led projects, prepare for their participation in the World Urban Forum and write a youth declaration that will be officially presented there.

Youth Jam Delegates will be from all walks of life, from university students to Hip-Hop performers and young social activists…we want to create a space for engaged, motivated young people to be inspired, build networks and work together to ensure that the politicians, planners and businesspeople at the World Urban Forum know they must include youth voices and youth-led projects in any effective solutions to problems like drug-addiction, hunger, illiteracy and environmental pollution.

The World Urban Youth Jam will culminate in the Hip-Hop Mainstage Concert, a four-hour interactive show featuring MCs, DJs and performers from Vancouver and around the globe. 

Participants in the Youth Jam will also be registered as delegates at the World Urban Forum, and will be able to meet, present their projects to and speak directly with the “experts” attending. 

The expected Youth Jam’s outcome is:

a) Knowledge transfer –ideas for best practices on youth participation in sustainable development and the millennium development goals

b) Address the youth component of the UN millennium campaign.

c) Youth delegates to showcase youth based action on development projects during the forum’s urban cafés.

Further, participants will:

· Attend and participate in World Urban Forum and parallel events and meetings as appropriate. 

· Organize and present their demonstration projects in their countries to the World Urban Forum

· Interact with the, local youth community in Vancouver on at least one occasion 

· Develop a relationship with their leaders and country delegation attending the WUF session and provide updates on their activities during the participation

All qualified participants will be asked to cover:

• Cost of travel from and back to the country of origin

• Their travel documents and visa requirements

• Health insurance
The WUFY Organizing Committee will provide:

· Administrative assistance as required on a daily basis

· Transportation to and from the venue

· Facilitation of the visa process for delegates
Criteria

Candidates must have some program experience in any or all of the following areas:

• Gender issues

• Poverty reduction 

• Human rights 

• Sustainable livelihoods

• Millennium Development Goals, and similar topics

The criteria for selection of delegates includes:

· Youth, ages 14-29 

· Established interest and dedication to development issues through previous experiences or affiliation with a youth network or NGO working on development issues

· Basic leadership and advocacy skills

· Basic understanding of issues of importance to young people in their countries and communities 

· Commitment to return to their home country to undertake follow-up work with young people

Applicants should send their application form in one email, following the specifications below. Due to the large volume of applicants, applications that do not follow these specifications will not be considered.
