7. What attitudes in your community do you think disrespect and/or undervalue young women in particular?

9. If you have been working internationally, in which geographical area does young people’s involvement need boosting the most, in order to address more effectively the critical RSHR issues facing young women?

4. Do you think there is an absence of younger women’s and girls’ voices in this area? Given that we are organizing a global consultation on youth RSHR issues do you think it would be beneficial to have more input from younger representatives of ages 12-16 years, both at the consultation and in RSHR movements generally?
5. How should a global consultation focusing on young women’s RSHR make sure that it does not marginalize the health and rights issues facing special groups of young women such as refugees, disabled women, sex workers and migrant workers?
6. When discussing the issues facing young HIV positive women do you think it would be useful to have a separate day/session just focusing on these issues?
7. In your opinion which geographical region would be the best place to hold the global consultation, bearing in mind specific regional challenges and logistical considerations, and most importantly the need to publicize young women’s RSHR and to encourage the meaningful participation of young people in RSHR movements?  
8. Do you have any other suggestions about how we can fully realize the potential of an international meeting between youth RSHR activists as well as older generations of activists?
