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1) Project Summary:  

Through skill workshops at education units, children, adolescents and youth will adopt principles and values that allow them to help prevent STIs HIV/AIDS.

2) Level of intervention (local, national, regional, and with whom?):

Local, in education units in the Eastern and North-Eastern districts of La Paz city, at primary (6th, 7th and 8th) and secondary (1st and 2nd) levels.

3) Description of the problem:

One of the biggest problems that threatens the children and youth of La Paz city is the loss of values. In some cases this is due to parental migration; in others, the distortion of these values is more evident within a subculture of poverty or migration. These elements result in children, adolescents and youth who lack the personal principles and values that would allow them to confront certain risk situations in the environments in which they grow up.

The social conditions to which the men and women are exposed lead to an immediate focus on meeting the necessities of life without allowing them to visualise a better future or the possibility of change or transformation.


This loss of values is evidenced by the excessive consumption of alcoholic drinks at a young age, sexual activity also at a young age that often carries with it unwanted pregnancies for adolescents, and in some cases the initiation of illicit drug consumption.

The formal school education system doesn’t channel the necessary and indispensible processes of socialisation to children and adolescents, and often the process of learning only involves general knowledge and not the tools required to think about life.

4) Purpose of the Project


That children and adolescents recover, strengthen or construct personal principles and values that allow them to prepare and to be protected in situations of risk; the risks of consuming of licit and illicit drugs, and especially of contracting STIs and HIV/AIDS.

5) Context (where and how the project is developed)

The project is being developed in Education Units in the marginal urban sectors of La Paz city.

6) Project history and planning process

Initially a group of young people (between 15 and 18 years) come together, young people who identify the need to develop knowledge and transmit it to other peers. A process of training is instituted for this group of young people, who then make contact with education units and share their knowledge with other young people.

7) Project implementation 

In the academic activities of the education units.

8) Resources required to implement the project

The following will be required: writing material (paper, pens, note books, tacs, computer, ink, etc.), teaching material (parking pens, educational material, videos, etc.), teaching material to deliver to the beneficiaries as a reference for meetings, diplomas and instruments that allow the development of the activities. Human resources.

9) Monitoring indicators /Project evaluation

· Student participation levels.
· Regular attendance at sessions.

· Involvement of teaching staff, primarily in the subjects of biology and religion.

· Demand for more knowledge.

· Requests for the project to be permanent.

· Establishment of after hours support groups within the programme.

· Requests for incorporation into working groups.

10) Impact of the project

· Meeting of a group of students from education units in order to give feedback and ensure that the project becomes sustainable.

· Educational work material for young people that can be applied in any other teaching situation.

· Information fairs for parents and the educational community.

11) Role of young people in implementing the project

Active, fundamental, heavily involved in the whole process, accompanied by an adult facilitator.

12) Challenges and problems during the implementation

· Resistance of the teaching staff to innovation in the work methodology.

· Turnover of young men and women in the process due to changing interests, and their incorporation at higher levels than their level of study.

13) Themes of critical importance and lessons of the project

· The fundamental theme to be explored is the process of experience and devlopment, which generate instability in young people if they are not supported in a permanent way.

· There is a demand on the part of young people to create spaces for listening and freedom, with a process of supervision which determines certain limits.
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
