Actors and Actions addressing energy, mobility and land use planning;

Improving landuse planning (A2)
Three case studies from Hanover, Nottingham and Milan were presented respectively. 

Hanover:   Urban Sprawl; Landuse is mono-centric. Demography- immigration of the middle age to the cities. More than 50% live in single households. 
Action:  

· Prevent sprawl to reduce emissions. The regional plan, allows an expansion of settlements by not more than 5%.
· Large scale retail limited to certain areas.
· Hanover pluszen; “working for young innovative city foreseeable future”. This organization protects the environment, ensuring that C02 emissions are reduced by 2050. Campaigns for people to stay in the city, movement is thus allowed up to a certain quarter. 
· Bring into use the green fields
· Collaboration of different stakeholders, i.e. architects, planners, ecologists, etc, inorder to find best attainable housing schemes.
Milan: Demography: Massive exodus to nearby towns following the shift from industrial to service based city.
Action:
· Investing in health through landuse.
· Inter-sectoral and inter-institutional work to ensure sustainability of projects.

· Establishing environmental islands: recuperating degraded areas, 

· Use of environmental impact assessments (EIA), particularly on areas exceeding 10hectares. 

· Landuse planning and energy use (Harness underground water as energy source).

· Decentralization.

· Green public areas, tree library parks.

Nottingham: Some ingredients for Nottingham experience include, 
Action:

· The use of brown fields site for redevelopment

· Transport policy; improve public transport to reduce traffic 

· Soft measures; operating with partnerships in business to restrict demand for car access

· No car parking in the city centre, to reduce vehicles entering the city.

Discussion

Cities were learning from each other. Major obstacles include, rule and control of the private market, social demographic changes, particularly people’s behavior, power, 
Sharing solution with citizens to save energy and improve the use of renewable (B4)

The underlying principle was political consensus and direct involvement of citizens to save energy and improve the use of renewable. Four presentations were made, namely sustainable energy Europe Campaign, Carbon neutral, energy efficiency and eco-schools.

Sustainable energy Europe Campaign: Key element is to become a partner (private or public sector). Associates (organizations ready to fund projects) amplify impacts of campaigns complemented with the medias’ role. This brings in citizen awareness. The major sustainable energy areas are the communities and the transport sector. 

Benefits of partners:
· Promotional toolbox

· Networking and promotional opportunities through conferences and meadi actions.

· Promotional intelligent: You propose your ideas, activities and financial support and guidance is there.

Carbon Neutral Newcastle campaign 
Estimated carbon emission each year is over 1.8m tones. The Carbon neutral campaign therefore came as an innovative response to reduce impact of Newcastle on global warming.

Actions: 

· Individuals and business provided with information and advice, e.g. the web based carbon emissions calculator.

· Creation of a fund used as a grant aid to projects that have offset the emissions. I.e. local tree planting, warm zone insulation, investment in renewable energy facilities.

· Sponsorship and investment for carbon Neutral Newcastle has been received. These act as incentives for companies as they receive aid in monitoring targeting and reducing their energy, waste consumption and associated emissions.

· Approximately 1800tonnes have been offset through the campaign.

Problems:

· Considerable skepticism about the whole idea from the public and the private sector.
· Lack of joined thinking.
· Lack of comprehensive and accurate emissions registry. Yet there is an ever rising vehicle population.

· Rapid expanding international 

 Energy Efficiency Week and the Eco Schools Programme.
· The Energy Efficiency week is a Brasov is a good example of raising awareness. The young people display their innovativeness and skills in art. These were exhibited at the energy week. Other cities can try and employ this tool as well.
· The Eco-Schools Programme is based on the EMAS 1SO 14001. Current theme “Climate Change and Carbon foot print. Another good example of young people’s involvement in climate change issues. Projects are underway in most of the countries including the developed world (South Africa, India).
Discussion:

1. How local governments gain the interest and cooperation of different stakeholders in clean energy projects?
Provision of a clear vision, introduce catalysts to make things happen, binding targets, 

2. Can radical targets for CO2 emissions reduction constitute an incentive to involve stakeholders and help achieve to initiate them to cooperate and achieve better results?

Need for binding targets, Realistic views, reward and recognition by EU to local governments doing well and model projects. 

3. What effective incentives are available for local governments to improve the level of involvement of cities and stakeholders?
Recognition, publicity, assistance to companies/ projects to reach targets, trading credits and solutions between cities through the European commission.
Roundtables: Carbon neutral /carbon off-set (R5)
Two presentations, Swedish case study, LFV Group Swedish Airports, and the Carbon Twinning network of UK.
Actions: Emissions are calculated, and measures are put in place. Support is given to LFV for selection of emission reduction projects. During the year 2005: 15000 tones were calculated 
· Promotion of clean development mechanisms, e.g. solar development successful projects -South Africa. 
· Emission trading. 
· Certified emission education.

· Stabilization of emissions

· Increasing understanding through is imperative in imagination

· Dissemination marketing

· Voluntary trading

· Cabon training network promotes smaller local and sustainable projects.

NB: Council is the key player. International systems based on equity are essential.

Discussion: 

Problem of restrictions e.g. (USA Federal). There is need for a consistent approach across Europe. Need for engagement in Equity and permitting resilience. The Bottom up approach is a key to tool.
