at the World Urban Café Youth Exhibit Space
Showcase your Growing Up in Cities project at the World Urban Forum!

GUiC projects will be highlighted in the World Urban Forum Exhibition Hall as part of the “World Urban Café” youth space (hosted by our friends at Environmental Youth Alliance and Taking IT Global). 

We will have a 10 ft wide x 8 ft high exhibit wall to display information about GUiC and examples of GUiC projects. The backdrop will be graffiti done by in-house artists at the WUF Youth office.

We are envisioning this as a rotating display area – with different projects highlighted each day. There is also a space in the World Urban Café area to show videos and give mini-presentations. So in addition to having posters up, we can also run a video/DVD, you can give a presentation, or you can hang out in the youth networking space and talk with people interested in your work.

We will be preparing a GUiC overview poster AND we can help prepare a poster (or posters) about your project if you send us files in time to do it!

HERE ARE YOUR OPTIONS:

a)
Prepare your poster(s) yourself and bring it with you to Vancouver (just send an email 

letting us know what you are bringing so we can figure out space needs for each day). POSTERS DO NOT NEED TO BE COMPUTER GENERATED – PHOTOBOARDS, COLLAGES AND OTHER FORMATS ARE FINE! BE CREATIVE! Just keep it legible…

b)
Send Sage an electronic file of your completed poster (in Word, Powerpoint, Illustrator, 

Photoshop, InDesign, or as a .pdf or .jpg –to print out for you and bring to Vancouver.

Send us text and images to create a poster for you using a basic template.

POSTER Q&A…

1.

What should be the size and material of the poster?

The poster should not exceed 4' high x 4' wide.  If you feel you need to exceed these dimensions, let us know. Please do not mount your poster.  Make sure your material is not too heavy or stiff to be pinned up.

2.

What should I bring besides the poster?

You do not need to supply push pins, we will supply them. Please let Sage know if you want to do a mini presentation or have a video playing.  (sbf26@cornell.edu)
3.

How large should the text be?

Titles should be at least 1 ½ inches high (or 150 points using Arial font, but check because yours may vary), text at least 3/8 inches (38 points for Arial font).

Basic rules for good poster design:

· Attract attention with good visuals 

· Focus on a few key messages, and provide a brief focused overview

· Keep text to a minimum (you do not need full sentences; consider the use of bullet points and key phrases)

· Focus on the graphics (simple, clear, drawings, photos, or charts, or tables--imagine making a picture of your work)

· Make sure the poster is self explanatory, with graphics labeled as needed and text providing your major “take home” message 

· Make sure content is visible from six feet away
