Ware all aware that previous governments failed in implementing various policies they formulated. This on no small measure led to what we experience as regards the economy today. It is my hope that things would change for better, as already things are already taking shapes with the present administration trying rigorously to help the matter. As unlike when the Nigerian people had lost hope in the policies formulated by previous administrations. Hence, the participation of youth in aiding the actualization of those policies was in jeopardy. This initiative of the Obasanjo led government aimed at boosting agriculture, create jobs and foreign earnings is being hampered as it is yet to hit the target. 3. Technical know-how – Unlike before when we were made to understand what farming, both small and large scale, is to development of a nation. And agriculture science was made compulsory; such is not the case today so many of today’s youths lack technical know-how.

4. God - fatherism – No matter how good you are, if you don’t know anybody you always find it difficult o get anything in this country. Such is the case whenever government decides to give loans to farmers. I have once witnessed this. Wrong people are always given the opportunity

5. Overdependence on petroleum- The Nigeria government depends so much on petroleum, therefore neglecting a major source that can as well sustain a nation. This is among its policies that put youths at the receiving end. Above it all,
6. Capital – Fund is one of the major factors that hinders youth participation in the programme

7. Interest rate – The interest rate is so high that youths are scared to take up the challenge

8. Land – The land tenure system has put so many youths at the receiving end.

1. By redefined method of teaching agric in schools

2. By implanting effective practical training periods for students to effect direct learning in field.

3. Agric. Science should be made compulsory at all levels.

4. Importance of agric should be made known to students and stuck in their hearts like those days when there were songs that amplified the benefits of agric.
5. Each school should be asked to grow crops in their school farm.

HOW IT CAN BE MADE ATTRACTIVE?

1. By creating awareness – Youths need to be well informed of the benefits they can derive. The Uncle Ben rice is imported, which is to show that even in America, farming is practiced.
2. There is need for public enlightenment and orientation for unemployed youths on the potentials of agric practices.

3. By making provision for basic amenities like electricity, potable water, etc must be made available in rural areas to encourage migration from urban to rural area.

4. There must be readily available market for farm produce.

5. Reductions of interest  rates as well as

6. Granting of soft loans.
7. Infrastructure like good road, hospital etc should also be made available.
8. Government should also encourage intensive agric land uses. In Lagos for example, along LASU road are farmers that go into growing vegetables some meters away from the road. This practice, if the vegetable would not be harmful to body should be encouraged as it would reduce the demand for such product from less urban, hence create job  as well for people of Lagos 

9. Government should also help the youths by financing directly their project, supervise, harvest and purchase.

10. Government should encourage export and stop the importation of goods that can be grow in the country

CHALLENGES

1. Greed – The Nigerian youth wants to make quick money, so he looks for easier and less strenuous way to make it fast.
