[image: image1.emf]Invitation to nominate a candidate to act as a Representative on the World AIDS Campaign (WAC)-Global Steering Committee (GSC)
The World AIDS Campaign (WAC) Global Steering Committee (GSC) has agreed proposals to broaden direct participation in the governance of WAC as part of achieving their goal of greater transparency and accountability in the running of WAC. The first step is to invite nominations from organisations drawing from their Membership or Board or Affiliates or Staff that can occupy a place on the GSC reserved for representation of the following Constituencies:

· Youth
· Women

The focus of the WAC is particularly to increase the influence of the global south in establishing priorities and opportunities to directly participate in the discussions and debates on the response to HIV and AIDS. It means that in selecting candidates we welcome nominations of people living with HIV and people who have direct experience and knowledge of the global south.
The World AIDS Campaign (WAC) has been established to support, strengthen and connect campaigns that hold leaders accountable for their promises on HIV and AIDS. This is a change from its early aim of raising awareness, the WAC is now a global effort of civil society to shift policy, mobilise resources, and call for action on the ground. The WAC believes now more than ever, we must ensure that everyone feels responsible for shaping the AIDS response and making sure past commitments are honoured.

The GSC is very keen to ensure broad representation recognising that no single person or organisation can fully reflect the diversity of their constituency and we hope that in participating to provide a voice the person chosen will work with the WAC support team to improve communication and links with the constituency.
The main thrust of the WAC’s activity is described in the WAC Strategy mentioned above and is based on the following Strategic Objectives:
· To ensure governments and policy makers meet the targets they have agreed, and mobilize the necessary resources required in the fight against HIV and AIDS 

· To foster an alliance of effective AIDS campaigns, linking local efforts for global impact 

· To enhance the global movement on AIDS 

· To broaden and strengthen the role of civil society in the response to HIV and AIDS 
The specific criteria for a place on the GSC are as follows: 
Criteria for Candidates
The Candidates under consideration for becoming Representatives on the GSC should reflect the commitment of their organisation and constituency at the global level to the WAC. They need to be able to make decisions in the name of their constituencies and be able to reflect the experience and expertise in campaigning or advocacy at world wide level needed to advise the GSC and the work of the WAC. 

A priority for the WAC is to secure a greater and broader involvement in HIV and AIDS advocacy and campaigning from other parts of civil society who in turn will have their own constituencies we believe it is important that they have a formal and decision making role. 

Their constituencies are organized at national levels which are organized at global level through membership, affiliation or partnerships. Examples are GNP+, ICASO, EAA, Global Union Federations, etc. Some constituencies that are not well organized at global level WAC can select participants that follow most clearly the WAC operational guidelines and principles. 

In this grouping we are likely to include –Reps of Networks of PLWHA, NGO network organizations Rep, representing AIDS Service Organisations, and/or Development Organisations and/or Humanitarian Organisations, Faith Group Rep; Trade Union Rep; Academic Rep; Business Rep, a representative of the HIV Youth movement and a rep from the wider Women’s movement, and a representative of Activists/Advocates. 

Selection Process:  

There are already several organisations that fit the above criteria who are involved with the WAC and as the representatives on the GSC changes new representatives will be drawn from applicants from organisations that fit the criteria outlined above. The Executive Director will develop a short list for review based on the above criteria and will be forwarded to the GSC for approval. 

WAC is currently seeking nominations for consideration by the GSC at its next meeting in July 2006 and if you wish to nominate someone the attached Information Sheet needs to be completed and returned, together with your curriculum vitae by the 30th June 2006.
