Digo Needs:

Boa is in touch with this woman at ICTE who specializes in Youth Entrepreneurship program and she’s very into young people starting their own business and wants to get the contact information for him. 

Eman Needs/has:

Doesn’t know.

YV needs panelists to evaluate applications. On the phone and in person. Jessica vouches for it.

People to come to Eman’s  YV fundraising party, and to provide hook-ups with companies to get stuff to give/raffle away or to use for promotion.

Synthesis needs infustructers/strategic planning. Needs workshops on community organizing and various other workshops with the Middle and High Schools and Colleges and get paid through the College.

Trying to get this young person into the US from Sierra Lion who needs to get treatment on his Polio

Needs fundraising and website stuff for her Youth work and other organizations she’s trying to empower them. 

Can give a couch in New Paltz. Will take people camping up here. 

Audience for facilitators and can work out getting paid from the College. Has space for performers. If we have something that we need support on, can get the town to help support it through a resolution. Can get us with our youth into the Youth Assembly at the UN, probably around the end of July
