Top Stats for 2005 Campaign

Poverty 

· One third of deaths – some 18 million people a year or 50,000 per day – are due to poverty-related causes. That’s 270 million people since 1990, the majority women and children, roughly equal to the population of the US. (Reality of Aid 2004)

· Every year more than 10 million children die of hunger and preventable diseases – that’s over 30,000 per day and one every 3 seconds.

· Over 1 billion people live on less than $1 a day with nearly half the world’s population (2.8 billion) living on less than $2 a day. (UN HDR, 2003)

Trade

· The United Nations estimates that unfair trade rules deny poor countries $700 billion every year. Less than 0.01% of this could save the sight of 30 million people.

· The poorest 49 countries make up 10% of the world’s population but account for only 0.4% of world trade. Their share has halved since 1980.

0.7% AID

· In 2002/3 the UK spent just 0.3% of national income on aid. If the UK met the 0.7% target by 2008, an extra 1.5 million people could beat poverty that year.  (http://www.savethechildren.org.uk/temp/scuk/cache/cmsattach/1295_07actionbriefing.pdf)

· To achieve 0.7%, the UK needs to increase its aid budget by £3 billion. It sounds huge, but it is possible - the UK government found £5.5 billion to fund the ‘war on terror’. (http://money.guardian.co.uk/prebudgetreport/story/0,12685,1103989,00.html)
MDG’s

· It is estimated that an additional $50 billion in aid per annum will be required if we are to achieve the MDGs by 2015. (http://www.globalpolicy.org/socecon/ffd/2003/0123brown.htm)
· Between now and 2015 some countries will achieve their targets, but many wont. Sub-Saharan Africa, with 600 million people, will fare worst. The number of people living in absolute poverty will increase, not decrease. Only half of Africa’s children will complete primary school and one in six will die before they reach the age of five, many from AIDS. · In 1990, 241 million people were living on less that one US dollar a day in sub-Saharan Africa. By 1999 this had increased to 315 million people. At present progress, an estimated 404 million people in sub-Saharan Africa will be living on less than one US dollar a day by 2015. Gender Equality

· In the least developed countries Nearly twice as many women over age 15 are illiterate compared to men.  (http://www.unfpa.org/icpd/10/icpd_ed.htm)
· Two-thirds of children denied primary education are girls, and 75% of the world’s 876 million illiterate adults are women. (http://www.askawoman.org/) 
· Women work two-thirds of the world's working hours, produce half of the world's food, and yet earn only 10% of the world's income and own less than 1% of the world's property.  (World Development Indicators, 1997, Womankind Worldwide)
Health

· 880 million people lack access to basic healthcare, and 1.3 billion lack access to safe drinking water.  17 million people die each year from curable diseases, including diarrhea, malaria and tuberculosis.  5 million of these people die due to water contamination.

Education

· One in four adults in the developing world – 872 million people – is illiterate.

HIV/AIDS

· 5 people die from AIDS every minute. (http://www.rednoseday.com/aboutthemoney/issues/hiv_aids_africa.shtml)
· Almost 3 million children are living with AIDS and 4 million have died of AIDS since the epidemic began. (UNAIDS)
· There are 42 million people living with HIV and AIDS worldwide. It is a global emergency claiming approximately 8,000 lives every day in some of the poorest countries. (http://www.oxfam.org.uk/what_we_do/issues/hivaids)

· 1 in every 100 people worldwide is HIV positive: One third of them are aged 15-24.  (www.actionaid.org.uk)

· 30 million people in Africa have HIV – this is 70% of global infections. (UNAIDS) 

· Every day in Africa, 6,500 people die and another 9,500 contract the HIV virus - 1,400 of whom are newborn babies infected during childbirth or by their mothers' milk. (UNAIDS) 
· Currently more than 11 million children in Africa have lost at least one parent to HIV/AIDS; that number is expected to reach 20 million by 2010. (UNAIDS/UNICEF) 

· In Zambia, 12% of the children have been orphaned by HIV/AIDS.

· In sub-Saharan Africa, there are currently 4.1 million people with AIDS who are in immediate need of life-saving anti-retroviral drugs. At the end of last year, only an estimated 50,000 of these people were able to take these drugs. (WHO) 

· AIDS experts estimate that it will cost more than $10.5 billion a year to fight AIDS globally - that price tag will escalate to more than $15 billion a year by 2007. Wealthy countries currently spend less than $4 billion on global AIDS. (UNAIDS)
Debt

· 7 Million children die each year as a result of the debt crisis. (JDC, 2001)
· For every £1 in grant aid to developing countries, more than £13 comes back in debt repayments. (www.IMF.org.uk World Health Report 2000)

· Every year Sub-Saharan Africa, the poorest region of the world, spends $14.5 billion repaying debts to the world's rich countries and international institutions such as the World Bank and International Monetary Fund. (DATA)
· If we are to reach the Millennium Development Goal of halving the number of people living on less than one dollar a day by 2015, we must cancel all the debts of the poorest countries. (http://www.jubileedebtcampaign.org.uk/media/press_rels/budgetcostofdebt_pressrelease.doc)
