„Stand up!“ - against poverty, stand up for the MDG's

The „Stand up!“- event is an attempt for a world record organised by the „Millennium Campaign“ of the United Nations. Between the 15th and 16th of October people all around the world will meet on public places to stand up together against poverty and for the MDG’s! The symbolical gesture of standing up should remind the leaders of the world, that they have signed a promise in the year 2000. The heads of the government of 189 states were sure that with the attainment of the 8 goals, extreme poverty can be abolished.

We, the members of United Games Austria, want to show that we really do care and want them to keep their promise.

Together with thousands of people all around the world we stand up to remind our governments.

On Monday, 16th of October, before 10 a.m. GMT we are therefore going to organise that event in the schools of Mürzzuschlag. Very important for us is the fact that pupils themselves will organise the event. This is a possibility to provide them an insight in the work of United Games. 

Within the next 3 weeks they are going to work out a concept for half an hour where they can realise their ideas. That could include a short play on the topic or just a concert of the school band. Important is just that as many people as possible are interested in that event, so that they support us in standing up with us.

The work for us, Young Voices Austria should include to empower young people in the area of Mürzzuschlag to realise their ideas and to gain skills in organising things. Additionally we want to support them in handle things but especially in promoting that event. It’s us who’re going to contact press and media to inform the public about that important topic.

As a preparation for that event we already talked with teachers of the schools to include the MDG’s as a topic in their lessons. Teachers of Religion, English and Geography were very interested, so we will probably support them with lectures held by Young Voices, but we also provide them material from the WYC 2005.

Therefore it’s not just a chance to remind politicians of their promises, but also to motivate young people to change the world a little bit and to get them involved in our work for the United Games.

We are also going to use that event to contact schools and to probably start a stronger co-operation, especially for finding delegations.
