	Brief Description of activities and track record in the field of youth participation and civic engagement (not more than 150 words)
My current engagement is hinged on people- centred, pro-poor governance to develop advocacy briefs/reports for the organization on issues relating to the National Economic Empowerment Development Strategy (NEEDS) and costing the MDGs; increasing citizen’s participation in governance through public finance analysis; the Legislature, especially from the perspective of a young person.
