Application for a GYCA World AIDS Day Local Gathering 

Background
Local Gatherings are a part of GYCA's capacity-building efforts to reach young people at the community level, especially young people without access to information communication technology (ICTs) & marginalized youth. The past series of local gatherings were highly successful events that fostered networking, sharing of information and best practices, and the development of collaborative projects and partnerships between young people working in HIV/AIDS in the same community or city that might not have met before. 


We are adapting the next round of local gatherings to the World AIDS Day theme –accountability. The World AIDS Day Campaign (WAC) has generously offered to send some materials to GYCA members organizing local gatherings and to promote our events on their popular website. The materials include a CD-Rom action pack with campaigning information and communications materials, a World AIDS Day poster and several handouts. World AIDS Day Action Packs, which include World AIDS Day posters in a choice of English, Spanish, Russian or French languages, and a CD-ROM in all four languages, will be ready in early October. These can also be available to view and download on the WAC website (http://www.worldaidscampaign.org). 
Please note that GYCA can not offer any funding for the local gatherings. However, we can provide any other technical assistance that you might need (helping to draft press releases, help editing and designing basic flyers, publicity, outreach etc). 

These Gatherings can be for networking, training (on project management, political advocacy, etc., especially if you have taken an e-course), film screenings and discussions on relevant HIV/AIDS issues in your country, or a letter writing campaign to your decision-makers about a specific HIV/AIDS issue. More ideas are welcome!
