Nigerian Youth Leaders promote investment in education to tackle HIV/AIDS by Gabrielle Trenbath 

July 2006 saw the second Nigerian Youth Leadership Summit in Enugu. Since young people account for 60% infected with HIV/AIDS, focusing on health and development seemed to be an important issues for them to address.

For 4 days in early July, delegates grappled with the effects that HIV/AIDS had on their country and potential solutions. Apart from skills development and sessions with eminent speakers, the summit issued the Enugu Youth Declaration on Health and Development. 

This Declaration highlights that as Nigeria’s poverty increases, the impact that HIV AIDS has on the population and especially on vulnerable groups in the community also increases. The announcement points out that women, young people and children as well as those out side the metropolitan areas are often the worst affected by this illness and are also lest likely to benefit from health programmes. This declaration highlights the problems with services that many of us in the west take for granted.

What makes the summit and the declaration so inspiring is the commitment that the delegates show in trying to solve these problems. Strategies include capacity building, and partnership between the public and private sectors, and also with international aid agencies. Other tactics involve education; appreciate assistance for various groups, and support for health workers and research. 

Apart from issuing a declaration, delegates had the opportunity to hear from speakers such as Dabesaki Mac-Ikemenjima, Executive Director of Development Partnership International. Mr. Mac-Ikemenjima delivered a speech entitled “It is our turn to move the agenda”. 

He spoke about the myriad of challenges that face Nigerian young people including HIV AIDS. He stated that 40% of the Nigerian population are young people and they, unfortunately, make up 60% of those who suffer from the deadly virus. Young people are not only more likely to suffer from this illness, but also at the forefront of change.

Mr. Mac-Ikemenjima cited a project in Port Harcourt to provide young girls and women with the skills to set up their own businesses. 

It is inspiring to see Nigerian Young Leaders being agents of change in their communities and country. While they are facing increasable problems, they are showing real leadership in trying to develop solutions.

PEACE & CONFLICT

Solidarity and Democracy Mission to Timor-Leste
WFDA-GPPAC-APSOC Solidarity and Democracy Mission to Timor-Leste Preliminary Statement 
We are members of three Asian regional networks dedicated to democracy and peace in Asia: the World Forum for Democratization in Asia (WFDA), the Global Partnership for the Prevention of Armed Conflict (GPPAC), and the Asia-Pacific Solidarity Coalition (APSOC). 

We are here to extend our solidarity to the people of Timor-Leste, and it is very fitting that we do so on the 7th anniversary of the referendum by which the people of Timor-Leste exercised their right to self-determination, as well as the 5th anniversary of the Constituent Assembly elections. The self-determination and democratic development of Timor-Leste is important for the whole region. 

The struggle of the Timorese people has inspired peoples all over Asia. Conversely, any problems in Timor-Leste can also have a negative impact on other countries in the region as we deal with similar issues. Therefore, the violence in recent months has disturbed us, and we felt it necessary to come in person to hear from as many people as possible about the real conditions on the ground. Having supported Timor-Leste during the dark days of the struggle, when so many suffered terribly, we cannot stand by when violence breaks out now. 

While independence was a great victory for the Timorese people, it was only the beginning of the process of building the nation, including notably the development of effective institutions. Therefore, our Solidarity must be continually reaffirmed, and this mission is a concrete manifestation of that commitment. Consisting of 12 members from around the region, the mission began on 27 August, and will continue until 1 September. 

Although our time has been brief, we were able to meet the President, the current and former Prime Ministers, and other national leaders from various political persuasions; the Special Representative of the Secretary General; leading civil society organizations; and a number of groups of ordinary citizens, including internally displaced persons, to listen to their views and concerns. Other meetings will continue for the remainder of our stay in the country. This was only possible with the help of a group of effective local partners, notably the Kadalak Sulimutuk Institut (KSI; GPPAC-Timor-Leste), the Peace and Democracy Foundation (PDF), and the NGO Forum of Timor-Leste (FONGTIL). In these meetings and dialogues, several key issues were apparent. 

In general, we sensed a great deal of frustration and anger, at least in Dili, which indicated that the crisis is not yet settled. In fact, one of our team members personally experienced the threatening environment when a group of angry youths surrounded him on the road in the night. We recognize that there were longstanding problems that exacerbated the tensions and prolonged violence, but that the immediate causes were fundamentally political. It is clear, therefore, that the crisis was not inevitable; on the contrary, it could have been prevented, and it thus can also be resolved. We heard clearly a strong desire from the people for constructive dialogue among national leaders, in order to create the atmosphere and conditions for hastening resolution of the crisis and restoration of peace. We understand that among the people there are also serious unresolved issues that need to be addressed. We learned about a variety of promising community level initiatives to promote local dialogues for peace-building. 

We believe that the recent use of the terms "East" ("Lorosae") and "West" ("Loromunu") is essentially arbitrary and artificial. These terms do not refer to intrinsic categories of the population, and they certainly do not denote ethnic groups. Instead, they appear to have been manipulated by political actors and some of the media, including the international media. This distortion has already inflamed the crisis, and if left uncorrected could create lasting damage to Timor-Leste's national unity. We believe that the internally displaced persons (IDPs) have genuine concerns about the security in their home neighborhoods, and that they will not be able to resume their normal lives until those concerns are fully addressed. We are also concerned about the developments looking forward for the next few months, in particular as the preparations for next year's national elections get under way. These are the essential next steps in Timor-Leste's democratic development. They may either set the country on a firmer footing or serve as a focal point for further tensions. 

We welcome the adoption of 25 August of UN Security Council Resolution 1704, and the renewed commitment of the international community which it represents. In particular, we welcome the creation of a multinational police force. Multilateral forces should find it easier to achieve sufficient trust and confidence from the people to enable them to effectively restore and maintain public security. In light of these observations, the Solidarity and Democracy Mission to Timor-Leste makes the following initial recommendations: 

1. Appropriate reconciliation mechanisms should be developed at both the national and community levels. 

2. The re-establishment of security must include community participation, especially of women; in this regard we encourage the use of traditional and cultural resources for conflict transformation.  

3. All international forces, whether bilateral or multilateral, must show utmost sensitivity, and in particular must avoid reinforcing divisions within society. 

4. Appropriate Timorese security forces should be properly reconstituted and take over public security responsibility as soon as feasible.  

5. We encourage the international community to facilitate dialogue among political leaders, as a complement to domestic processes.
6. Any official dialogue processes must ensure the participation of Timorese civil society. 

7. Political actors must be circumspect in their use of language, especially terminology referring to divisions in society. 

8. Media, both national and international, should report on related issues in a responsible manner, to avoid inflaming tensions and creating divisions. 

9. The main political parties must reach a compromise on the electoral law as soon as possible, in order that the elections may be held smoothly and on schedule. 

10. The Pact for National Unity signed on 8 July 2001 is a valuable experience that should be reaffirmed at a suitable time before next year's elections.
11. The government, as well as international and Timorese civil society, should put more emphasis on youth activity programs.
12. The political leaders should issue a national appeal assuring the people a peaceful return to their respective communities. 

Finally, we express our deepest appreciation for the hospitality from our local partners and all the Timorese people, and to all those we met for taking the time to talk to us. We are confident that ultimately, the people of Timor-Leste will resolve their problems and continue the great task of national development. We stand ready to accompany them with our lasting solidarity.

DEMOCRACY, GOVERNANCE & SUSTAINABILITY SPECIAL THEME

Democracy, Representation and Decision-Making by Ryan Falconer

Local-scale projects require input from locals. People who live in a context know that context best. In this commentary of democracy, representation and decision-making I argue that consultation must be deliberative process involving all stakeholders, especially those community members who will be affected by change. Ultimately, however, policy-makers must make decisions and have the conviction to stick to them. 

The most durable and organic means to practice sustainability is to plan holistically. This is true, whether planning is done in a Third World or First World context. This has become clear throughout my studies of urban change and transport systems in Perth, Western Australia and wider research. 

All too often, too few interest groups are represented in the decision-making process. Moreover, these groups tend to focus on a limited range of issues (normally short-term economics and political accountability). Such an approach to planning is not organic and is does not lead to sustainable outcomes. In Perth, myopic planning has contributed to great issues of sprawl and car dependence. 


Instead, effective planning requires involvement from a wide range of persons with different sets of values. Using my example, effective urban and transport planning requires input from land use planners, transport planners, health professionals, urban social geographers, reputable architects and the public. Each contributor needs to be very aware of the mandate and the desired outcomes. Social, economic, environmental and public health issues need to be given careful consideration when desirable outcomes are identified. 


Participation from all interest groups, especially a cross-section of public representatives is vital, as this involvement can ensure the overall strategy can better `fit´ expectations. Preferences and expectations can be expressed, thereby serving to dispel any doubt for decision makers as to how difficult the sustainability agenda may be to `sell´. Such a participatory procedure necessitates, before anything else, that all interested parties are educated of the problems facing the community and what needs to change. Dissemination of information is therefore very important. 


This represents the important first step of deliberative democracy. Of course, the process will be tailored to the project, whether it is urban (re)development in Perth or distribution of funds for schools in Bangladesh. The second step, which is just as important, is decisions must be made. No dialogue can be open-ended. Nevertheless, making the decisions is not easy, when there are contesting points of view. However, economics cannot simply dictate outcomes.

Special Announcement: Governance Matters 2006: Release of WORLDWIDE GOVERNANCE INDICATORS
 
As of the morning of September 15, 2006, a new report in the 'Governance Matters' series is being launched, containing the updated and expanded set of worldwide Governance Indicators for 213 countries and territories. The research methodology as well as the new data and analysis are contained in this new report, entitled 'Governance Matters V: Governance Indicators for 1996-2005', authored by D. Kaufmann, A. Kraay, and M. Mastruzzi.    This is the fifth such report
in a research series that started in the late nineties.   A new non-technical booklet describing the data and methodology is also available.

Key features of the latest release include: 

1. A move to reporting estimates of governance on an annual basis. This update provides new estimates of governance for 2003 and 2005,  as well as minor backward revisions to the bi-annual historical data for 1996-2004.
 
2. For the first time virtually all of the individual measures of governance underlying the aggregate indicators will be available on the web, together with the aggregate indicators. The ready availability of the individual data sources underlying the aggregate governance indicators is aimed at helping data users and policy-makers identify specific governance challenges in individual countries.
 
3. New evidence on the reliability of expert assessments of governance which form part of the aggregate measures of governance.

Prosperity Tied To Good Governance by Thalif Deen

UNITED NATIONS - The economic success stories of the world's 50 poorest nations are also predicated on "good governance", including multi-party democracy, rule of law, gender empowerment, respect for human rights and transparency and accountability, according to the United Nations.

"Such governance means ensuring that the poor have a real political voice," says U.N. Deputy Secretary-General Mark Malloch Brown. If the world's 50 least developed countries (LDCs) are to eradicate poverty and promote human development, Malloch Brown told delegates at a two-day ministerial meeting on LDCs which concluded Tuesday, "we need to do there what we do anywhere else -- and that is to stress democratic governance as one of the main foundations of progress."

The Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC), one of 34 LDCs in Africa, recently held its first multiparty elections in nearly 45 years – at a cost of over 400 million dollars. The Indian Ocean nation of Maldives, along with several Pacific Island LDCs, including Vanuatu, Kiribati and the Solomon Islands, have established the concept of "roving judges" who bring law and justice to the doorsteps of citizens living in outlying areas. In Rwanda, which suffered the horrors of the 1994 genocide, a unique community-based judicial system emphasises public involvement in rendering justice at the grassroots level.

Of the 50 LDCs, 26 have ratified all eight international labour rights conventions while 23 have signed and four have ratified the U.N. Convention Against Corruption. Additionally, 28 LDCs have signed and 15 ratified the U.N. Convention Against Transnational Organised Crime. Since 1990, the number of women in the Mozambique parliament has doubled, while Rwanda has the world's largest representation of women in its legislature, at 48.8 percent.

This figure, according to the U.N. Development Programme (UNDP), is substantially ahead of the United States, at 14.8 percent, and Britain, at 17.9 percent. Moreover, in elections in Afghanistan, women gained 27 percent in the Upper House and 22 percent in the Lower House of Parliament.

However, "much more needs to be done at the national level to build on these successes," says Kemal Dervis, head of UNDP, the lead U.N. agency promoting good governance among LDCs and developing nations. "We must spare no effort in supporting LDCs in building the governance institutions needed to bring peace, economic growth and human development to their citizens," says Dervis, a former World Bank vice president for Middle East and North Africa.

In a report to the high level meeting on LDCs, U.N. Secretary-General Kofi Annan points out that since 2001, there has been a diminution of conflicts in LDCs -- particularly in Africa -- "and this has been a critical factor in improving development prospects." "Nevertheless," he warns, "the LDCs continue to suffer disproportionately from conflict, which suggests that poverty and underdevelopment, in combination with other factors, could provide a breeding ground for unrest."

Of the 16 U.N. peacekeeping operations, nearly half are in LDCs, while civil unrest has erupted or festers in a number of other LDCs. Current U.N. missions in LDCs include Sudan, Democratic Republic of Congo, Ethiopia, Eritrea, Liberia, Haiti and Burundi. In his study Annan also says: "Most LDCs have taken steps to improve domestic governance. Elections are now almost universal, with numerous presidential and legislative elections and referendums in LDCs since 2001."

The positive developments include the return of the transitional federal government to Somalia; national elections in Burundi; a return to peace in the Central African Republic; the constitutional
referendum in the DRC; presidential and parliamentary elections in Haiti; and presidential elections in Liberia which resulted in the first female African head of state, Ellen Johnson-Sirleaf, a former senior official of UNDP.

Voter participation has generally been high and female participation and representation in elected bodies has increased. There has also been judicial and legal reform and more attention to the rule of law and human rights, according to the report. 


Meanwhile, the central message in a study titled "Governance for the Future: Democracy and Development in the LDCs" -- commissioned jointly by UNDP and the U.N. Office for LDCs -- is that "good governance is indispensable for countries to sustain progress over the longer term."
 
"Despite the fact that most LDCs are now multi-party democracies and have made important advances in electoral processes, effective checks and balances between the different powers of the state still need to be strengthened," the study notes.

Young African Activist Summit, Feb 2007
From Pochi Tamba: I am writing to inform you about the Young African Activist' Summit that is holding in Cameroon in February 2007. The theme for this year's pioneer event is "partnerships for sustainable development", how we African activists can efficiently share information and resources among ourselves to better achieve our goals.
