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DTA STEP- DOWN TRAINING REPORT

The Centre for Governance and Qualitative Studies (CGQS) in conjunction with Global Youth Action Society Network (GYASN) conducted the DTA step- down training and built the capacity of fourteen (14) participant youths from both organizations on Saturday 28th and Sunday 29th October 2006, at the Mini CGQS bouquet Hall, 1st Floor, 24A Tejumola House ll, Omole Lagos, between 15:00 and 17:30 hour GMT daily.

The training was facilitated by Olalekan Fadeyi (CGQS, program and education officer) and Gbenga Adebiyi (GYASN, President).

The DTA step-down training core was essentially based on the forgoing topics as required by the initiators of the Debate to Action (DTA) project.

Day 1 (Saturday)

· Introduction to DTA, development and volunteer works

· Understanding the MDG’s

· The NEEDS Document

· Sustainable Development Program (what is sustainable development?)

· Group work/ Project facilitation & Presentation

Day 2 (Sunday)

· Mentoring and Facilitation (who is a mentor/ mentee? The roles and qualities of a mentor, etc)

· Leadership (who is a leader? The roles and qualities of a leader; Leadership by examples and types of leadership)

· The Organization -- organogram, structure, and roles of its members; Purpose and objectives of NGO,

· Proposal writing; Funding your projects/group works

· Extension program and Presentation

At the end of the 2- day training, 13 of the participants fully agreed to initiate new developmental projects (supportive of the MDG’s and sustainable development) in their various communities, cascade training knowledge to their peers and report back their experiences and challenges to CGQS/GYASN.

Participants from both organizations also agreed to conduct project review in the 4th week of December 2006.

The participants initiated a 6- man representative committee to work on publishing a Mini handbook to educate 2,000 secondary school students on MDG Goal 2 by December 2006.

The training was, indeed a complete success on the part of CGQS and GYASN.
