Nepal Youth Social Forum-2006 (NYSF)
What is NYSF?
The Nepal Youth Social Forum (NYSF-2006) is the first event of its kind in Nepal, to be coordinated by Youth Action Nepal (YOAC) and scheduled to be held on December 29-30, 2006 in Kathmandu, Nepal. Youth are the essence of transformation; they have the power to bring great and far-reaching changes, they are the realists dreaming for the impossible and building another world. The theme of NYSF-"Creating Youth Vision for Future Nepal" is the one that focuses on building up coalitions of existing youth focused social movements to raise collective voice for peace, inclusive democracy and sustainable development in building a New Nepal. The forum is a collective effort that is attempting to realize an alternative future by creating space for action and interaction among young people from all over Nepal. 
Nepalese youth have few opportunities to gather in the public forums and to discuss the burning social, economic and political issues from national as well as global perspective. Due to lack of such forums they are compelled to suppress their innovative ideas that could be important for social development process of the country. In this context NYSF is a common meeting ground of large number of Nepalese youth for open dialogue as an important mechanism for developing a new vision and a long term strategy for making just society where the fundamental human rights of people are respected. It is also a good place to discuss the current global issues like Globalization, ICT development, Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) and their impacts in the local level. The NYSE will raise the national social issues as well as global issues and its impact in the national context and will be discussed heavily among the participants to draw common consensus.
The outcome of the forum will be a guideline for further road map agreed upon by the young leaders and activists from all over Nepal. This will provide a foundation for future national coalition-building activities around shared goals and common processes for social development goals, sustainable peace and economic enfranchisement. It is an ambitious goal, but not an impossible one. At present there is a great deal of goodwill in Nepal, particularly between youth activists, development workers, academics and students. This new generation of leaders needs the opportunity to talk together, identify common goals and points of difference in relation to development priorities. They also need to build consensus around decision-making processes that will help in their transition into leaders in their own communities and regions, and for some at the national and international level. This two day event will help to develop a new strategic framework for integration of social movements and define clear role that young people can play in the process of social transformation.

Goals of NYSF:

1. To enhance broader dialogue, debate and participation, particularly amongst young people for developing new visions, proposals, plans, policies and practices for peace, stability and prosperity in Nepal.

2. To develop a strong network with young people engaged in various social movements and sharing of ideas and experiences for collective social action.

3. To build nationwide coalition of youth groups, civil society organizations and individuals committed to peace, inclusive democracy and sustainable development.

4. To draw the attention of government, international community, donor agencies and other actors of the state and non-state parties for implementation of youth-friendly policies and programs and increase their contribution to the youth development sector.

5. To amplify the combined voices of young people against injustice, social exclusion, discrimination, violence and exploitation of marginalized people.

Who will be involved?

The NYSF is a national event to raise the voice of youth on the common concern of youth and national development, so youth throughout Nepal and other interested international youth will be the major participants of this forum. All interested youth after fulfilling the certain criteria of registration process of this forum can participation in any event of this forum. The adults can also participate in this forum as an observer. Like-minded youth and other civil society organisations can also involve in this forum as delegates of the thematic axes and they too can involve in the events of their interest and concern. Youth from different colleges and universities can also get involved in this forum. In addition, NYSF secretariat is planning to invite around 15 international observers, experts and speakers from other countries including the organisers of World Social Forum, leaders of world social movements, academics and young leaders.
How?

Participants will be chosen by a selection panel from applications received from national, regional and community level youth organisations, individuals and other NGOs invited to nominate participants. Participants need to fill up the 'Participant Registration Form' either online through our website or the specific registration form developed by NYSF secretariat. Each participant has to pay the certain registration fee that is decided by NYSF secretariat. The organisations deserving to organise any sort of events within the criteria of thematic axes should fill up the 'Event Registration Form' with the allocated registration fee. 
Who can be the organiser?

Youth Action Nepal is only playing the coordinating role of this forum. All the other organisations interested to organise one or more events or provide other kinds of technical help will be the organiser of their own event. The details about the policy for the organisers can be received through NYSF secretariat upon request.
How other individuals, communities, organisations and agencies help in this effort?
All interested individuals, communities, organisations and agencies can help the NYSF by providing their suggestions, advices, taking active participation, bringing participants from different parts of Nepal, or by organizing events. They can also help us by providing their financial, technical support and other important resources that is required to invite more and more youth participants from all over Nepal.
