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The Debate to Action Extension program exercise began with Model College Badore and took place on the 21st November 2006. This exercise involved 35 students in the college and a teacher representing the school authority excluding the two facilitators in attendance.

A formal letter was written to the school authority about a month ago, in which the school authority responded immediately in support of the awareness program and were granted audience for the 21st November 2006. Preparations were made on handouts for the students and getting a volunteer who had gone through the DTA step down to facilitate the program.

The Extension program lasted for about two hours and fifteen minutes with emphasizes on the Millennium Development Goals, the NEEDS document, the role of Junior Achievement Nigeria in these goals and the students role as youths whose country’s destiny lies in their hands.
We had inputs from the students and the teacher encouraging us to organize the program again and it will be strictly for teachers because they also need to be aware of the MDGs/NEEDS. At the end of the presentation, a student’s question that ‘will government cope effectively with supply of amenities if there were reduction in child mortality’ was positively addressed.
We look forward to completing another extension program soon.
