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The Debate to Action extension program continued this year with Awori College in Ojo, it took place on Thursday January 11th 2006. In attendance were 30 final year students of the college and two teachers representing the school authority.
Junior Achievement was granted audience to run the program in response to a formal letter which was earlier written to the school authority. Preparations were made on handouts for the students and also getting a volunteer who had gone through the DTA step down to facilitate the program.

The Extension program lasted for about two hours and thirty minutes with emphasizes on the Millenium Development Goals, NEEDS document and the role of individuals in achieving these goals. The volunteer in person of Mr Gbenga Sesan was able to enlighten the students globally on these goals laying emphasizes on ‘value re- orientation’ as a key factor to achieving these goals.
