CHANGE programme monthly report – SEPTEMBER 2006


	Summary of successes and actions taken:

Alliance building:

· September was a month largely of planning, particular for those Activists with no previous involvement and/or existing networks to integrate into (e.g. Daniel Ball, who has drawn up 6 month action plans on each campaign). 

· 19 Activists have been identifying and networking with local allies such as environmental and community groups, Oxfam groups, shops and regional offices. 

· 8 Activists have either launched or revamped an Oxfam group in their town or university (often to coincide with Freshers Week, with Jacqueline signing up 200 to a mailing list for shop volunteers).

Key Campaigning Moments:

· 10 Activists have planned Stand Up Against Poverty events. 

· 12 have promoted and campaigned at ‘An Inconvenient Truth’ viewings, promoted the Climate Change demo (with Elizabeth Dodd organising a large group to attend) or other actions on CC (such as a planning music event, workshop, with Guppi, Nick and Kathy involved in the Stop Climate Chaos coalition in Leeds).

Supporter Roles:

· 5 became Constituency Activists, arranging meetings with their MP about EPAs.

· 5 took one or more e-actions. Emma did online Oxfam conference survey.

· 3 became Media Activists, with 6 taking media actions. This included AST media actions, an article in a local paper about CHANGE (Casper), articles on Gwhy and a blog on Control Arms event (Kathy Y). Nick was the media lead for STC launch event in Leeds, writing pre and post press releases with 2 articles published and 3 radio interviews.

· 6 spoke at a school or two, or contacted Hannah Shaw about becoming a Schools Speaker.

· 9 are members of Oxfam groups, with 5 shop volunteers.

· 3 wrote a MTF letter to Alistair Darling, with Gregor lobbying him face to face. 2 attended Control Arms embassy event in London.

· Xenia campaigned at Embrace gig.

Fairtrade Towns:

Activists have often contacted Fairtrade Town Steering Groups (FTSG) or FT campaign groups as they have been seeking and networking with other local allies. 10 Activists have joined or made contact with a FTSG, with Abi, Casper and Charlie attending a FT meeting in Birmingham, whilst David managed to get his new head teacher so keen to support FT he believes his school will have achieved FT Status by Christmas!

Other:

5 are running or involved in Oxjam gigs, with Gregor involved in an Oxjam event at Edinburgh University that raised over £5000. Casper did work experience with Dev Ed in London and is applying to a New Consumer Panel. David ran the Great North Run for Traidcraft raising £300, is an Action Aid writer and UNICEF youth advisor.
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
