Jafra’s  Plane  for 2007

1. Training course on organizational management.

2. Training course on project management. 
3. Training course on fund raising

Training on giving keys to manage organizations to develop the skills of leaders and cadres and the quality of the projects and activities followed by women, children and Palestinian youth organizations. The main aim is to encourage the Palestinian refugees' civil society and raising the performance of the organizations, besides building a network between these organizations, exchanging experiences and to develop the capacity of the organizations. This training will target about 10 organizations from different refugee camps in Syria (Yarmuk camp, Jaramana, Khan Alsheeh, Neirab, Homs and lattakia camps).
Participants will be about 30 persons from these organizations.
The training will be supervised by Jafra center and professional trainers.
Each training course is going to take from 5 to 6 days.
4. Training course on human rights.
5. Training course on women rights.
6. Training course on refugees' rights.

The Aims of these training courses are to strengthen the civil organisations in their mission of promoting human rights and democracy among the Palestinian refugees in Syria and among the Syrian society and to expand the network between the civil society organisations, beside allowing them to share their experiences in this field, to work closer together in the future.

Most of the participants are representing different organisations from different Palestinian refugee camps in Syria, and these organizations are interested in raising awareness in the topic of refugee rights, women rights and children rights.

As a pioneer project for Palestinian refugees in Syria, this project is opening new horizons for all the organisations working in the field of human and refugee rights to let them get acquainted with their rights and to build the basic ground and give them the power to be able to fight for and demand their rights.

More training courses are supposed to be organized in the future to carry on with this project till we reach a better future.

7. Projects in arts /Theater, photography, cinema and painting/.

The Palestinian Youth Center /Jafra/ has an artistic group working permanently to encourage the talents and the creativity of the Palestinian youth in the camps, and giving them the chance to exchange these experiences and talents with young artists from other camps and also with European artists.
8. Skills developing opportunities /English – French – Computer/.
9. Internet and computer hall.
Giving the opportunity for young people in the camp to have access to internet and computer as a main way to let them get involved in the world of technology, beside language training courses in English and French.
10. Summer camp for children.
The Palestinian Youth Center /Jafra/ hopes to hold a summer camp for Palestinian children in August 2007. It will gather children and trainers from different refugee camps in Syria, and they will have cultural and artistic activities under the topic of children rights.
150 children aged between 10 and 15 and about 20 trainers, coming from the following refugee camps:
Damascus: Yarmuk camp, Palestine camp, Al’aedeen camp, Khan-Alsheeh camp and Jaramana camp.

Aleppo: Neirab camp
Homs: Al’aedeen.

Lattakia: Al-Raml camp.
