Community Foundation of Ottawa’s Youth Advisory Committee

Youth Empowerment Granting Guidelines
The Community Foundation of Ottawa’s Youth Advisory Committee (CFO-YAC) is looking to support the good work of Ottawa youth on projects that matter to the community at large. The program will fund projects proposed, selected and implemented by youth. The CFO-YAC is soliciting and accepting applications for grants of up to $2000 from youth groups that meet our funding guidelines. Once they have been received, the CFO-YAC will evaluate applications and make recommendations to the Board of Governors, who will approve selected grants for funding.  
Applications must be submitted by mail or in person by March 30, 2007 at 5 p.m. 
Eligibility 
· Grant applications are welcomed from Ottawa youth aged 13 - 24.

· Projects must be sponsored by a registered charity.  
· Projects must be located in the City of Ottawa.
Criteria 

Youth applying for grants must ensure the following criteria is met before submitting applications:
· Projects must be supported by two (2) references from community members. Their support can be demonstrated through a reference on official letterhead OR by providing contact information for follow-up purposes by a CFO-YAC member.

· Projects must show that matching funds from the community have been secured. The community matching funds can be in the form of financial support or in-kind support. In-kind support can include such items or services as food for volunteers, venue use, vehicle loans, tutoring/mentoring, tools or equipment (e.g. shovels and brooms, etc.). 
· Projects must take place before the end of May 2008.
Priorities

The CFO-YAC will give preference to proposals that reflect the grantmaking priorities of the Community Foundation of Ottawa. The CFO-YAC will show special consideration for projects that are able to address issue areas highlighted in the recent edition of the Ottawa’s Vital Signs report, including: the gap between rich and poor; safety; health and wellness; learning; housing; getting started in the community; arts and culture; environment; work; belonging and leadership; and transportation. 

The CFO-YAC would also like to see projects that: 
· Address the concerns of Ottawa youth that have been unanswered by services that currently exist.
· Are innovative responses to emerging concerns of the community and show a high probability of success.
· Have the potential for significant and sustainable impact on the community by addressing the root causes of prevalent social issues. 
· Are original, creative and cost-efficient. 
· Tackle any situation in a school and/or community that is in need of change or improvement.
· Demonstrate collaboration among different youth groups working on the same or similar community issues.
Restrictions

The CFO-YAC will not review grant proposals that are designated for:  

· Sectarian religious activities, political lobbying or legislative activities.
· Indirect and administrative costs and capital campaigns. 

· Relief of existing obligations, debts or liabilities.
· Fundraising events or campaigns. 

· Sponsorships.
· Loans, scholarships, fellowships or grants to individuals.
Important Notes

Projects should be volunteer-based, however, there may be some opportunity for small honorariums to be included in grant requests. Successful applicants will be expected to provide evaluation reports of the success of their projects. These may include budget reports, receipts and other supplementary information on a special-request basis, as required by the CFO-YAC.
