Burt:  

We start with Richard Trieber and Global-Loyalty.

But let me just say WELCOME ALL.   You can read the intro to the conference online at http://abc4all.net/initialglprojects.htm  

Billy Yasin is preparing ABC4All / GHANA and will soon release the web site.  When he does we will make that model available for anywhere in the world.  If he can come in to the conference later, he will update us more.
 
Now let's turn it over to Richard Trieber, Global-Loyalty::

Richard will now speak.  He is a phenomenal good friend, a dear soul who has put together a major way to get donations to the world.  


A brief description:  Electronic transactions = background.   14 years of launching programs in Canada and US.  Just what is it that can allow youth to be what they can be? We have Loyalty and Gift Card applications to improve desperate conditions of so many people in the world.  Global-Loyalty has developed proprietary applications in a terminal to distribute the device to anyone in the world who can receive a satellite / cell transmission 

How can Africa, Nigeria in particular, benefit from this?


A CARD THAT WILL ENCOMPASS 98% COVERAGE IN THE WORLD.  


Now with the GPRS tracking system - Global Packet Receiving Service – a point-to-point delivery of transactions.  We can install in Uganda or anywhere in the world for about $2000 for one cell tower.   Someone in Florida, for example, can donate money to the orphanage in Uganda.  The family will have access to the money instantly and use it in their local currency – can load card with the donation in 4 seconds – anywhere in the world.  The devices are portable, wireless, easy to operate.  Just insert the card and use it.  


Any questions?


Can that be operative here in Nigeria too?  The Uganda example applies to anywhere else...right?

YES!  ABSOLUTELY 98% of the world will be covered.  Any amount.  Can translate one currency to another.  We call it "points," not currency, as there are restrictions on the transfer if you call it currency.  Example:  Take $20 from a bank account and send it to a card - worth the same in any country.  The donation will clear in 4 seconds.  It shows up in the country it is being sent to and then the cardholder goes to a local Kiosk location and downloads the amount and then has the card ready to be used locally.  Same amount anywhere. 


How do u subscribe....individually or per community?


Richard: 

It is a tremendous system to get money to the 1.8 billion people in the world living without basic needs. 


Money transfer, yes.  But it's also a debit card which means, you can load it up right? That's how I understood it. 

The card has your picture on it.  A chip is embedded.  Send donations to cards anywhere.

I am concerned about who gets the ok to be considered 4 installation first.  I hope it is fraud free?


RE FIRST LOCATION FOR THE CARD:  There is a high priority in many locations in the world, areas with people living in desperate conditions.  It is not a question of who's first, but rather logistically to get the program into locations where it is needed!  We will need local manpower to put this into place wherever it goes.

There will be a big need to educate people how to use this system.  

We need to understand who coordinates the installation per community...then we can talk about coordinating how to teach people how to use it through them... 


Maybe we can all witness the event as it happens.  Then we will know what to do when we have it in our own country. 


So we need massive campaign programs and advertisements.

If it’s meant for philanthropy...and is not properly coordinated...many capitalists can snatch the idea...and channel it towards profit making...


I love the simplicity of the idea to get HELP TO the less privileged. 


Richard:  

The technology we have developed is 2.5 years in development with millions of dollars in its development.  People around world will support these cards.  Load a card anywhere in the world.  Thousands of areas where cards can be distributed.  


FIRST projects will depend on level of funding.  $100/month will make a HUGE difference in many locations.  It may be a choice of eating, going to school or getting medicine needed.  But the amount of money required is minimal in terms of translating the value of that $100 into local currency.  Will have to assess how many cards, how many terminals in a location.  The number of terminals will depend on the funding that becomes available for that location.  We are working on getting funding to start the pilots and will use that to start the process.  Then we hope to get a lot of attention and then more funding.  If we can get assistance with the launch of the Global-Loyalty program in Uganda and/or Ghana –  for any of those projects – will need local people to assist us.  A  website to look at is www.greensandwichtech.com

Once we get funding with building materials we can put up buildings very inexpensively.  It is not just about getting money transferred to cards.  Also hopefully will improve quality of each community.   So any community can be sustained on their own eventually.  


First stage: need funding.  Funding will come from donor sources all around the world.  We look for funding necessary via humanitarian funding that will have accountability in place - we will prove this to people, establish credibility and then have more funding come in from all over the world.

Once a card is loaded, the value is there – instantly.  You can do it online.  We will have a white label ATM in every village - they go in and withdraw money only as need it for specific shopping needs.  Each card will be available but not just have access to cash – the value will be directly related to the goods involved / medicines/ etc. - we give a card that can be used at any ATM in the world - go to an ATM in the VISA network and use it that way.   The card will have a hologram for Mastercard / VISA.  A global debit card.  Withdraw cash at ATM in village or  at a bank.   The card value will be spent via the card but directly to the merchant.   Via GL directly to the merchant’s bank account – a cash component will not be part of the system. 


Bob Chew: 

Will develop corporation sponsorships in the future. They will show their social investment in the community.


But we need to address the issue of power.  Most villages don’t have a power supply.  


Richard: 

Will categorize projects around the world that need help. A corporation  can become a sponsor for that project. 


Remember this conference is not the last word - all questions can come via email later and more conferences to address questions will be possible. 


Richard: 

There is a way to get government support as well. Money can be given to local governments to build roads, schools, infrastructure to help with such development.  First start by getting money into the hands of local people who need it the most. Then later other matters will be dealt with.

Are there any pilot programs set for the US?

Richard:  

Pilot is underway in California.


Since there is no fund set aside for the pilot launch...how did we come about the locations to launch the pilot project...? 

Actual locations for the first 2 pilots not yet decided upon.  


Secondly....how much does a community that wants to be considered need to put aside to be considered ready for installation?


Need local resources - couple of people to work with us to launch the program locally.

 
I think u need to work out a rough estimate... 


We can start that with our members.


The people have to be based in the community where the project is coming up. 


Depending on size / scope of project - Keith's project in Uganda – an orphanage to be built to accommodate 2000 people.  


Quantity in village not clear.  How many cards?   Is there a tower?  Need white label ATM.  Depends on how many are in the community.


Bob: 

Once we initiate a program – have to make sure there are no interruptions.  


Ok, so the project cost depends on no of people.

Yes it is a cell tower.  Say there is a tower.  If I understand it correctly and there are ....say 500 people ready to acquire the cards for a start...then what?


Then we issue the cards, take a digital picture of 500 people, upload the pictures online.  We manufacture the cards.  We send the cards to you.  Then the cards are activated on the system.  We deploy the terminals locally in the village that will accept the card.  

 
Richard says absolutely - community education is essential – local people can help to educate merchants and people who live in village to build trust that this system will work.


And the government of such country too!!  Because there are rules and regulations guiding all kinds of projects.

 
Let me bring to bare this contentious issue of internet connectivity of the rural areas. 

Richard: 

There is no cost to the government for this project to be put in place.


The government could benefit also - depending on level of funding and donations that come through the cards.

Yasin Billy: 

As you can all can imagine ABC4All is emerging as a great and well-focused organisation doing things and going places. Therefore looking at the aims and objectives of ABC4All and myself being a member and having a passion to make our world a better place for all, I decided to fish out in a well structured manner the aims and objectives of ABC4All to cover most of the problems facing our countries to work along that line.


The status of ABC4All / GHANA is that we have now created a website which is yet to come out and have ABC4All registered in Ghana as a legal entity or NGO so we can start operating projects, events etc. in line with the aims and objectives of ABC4All.
