I. INTRODUCTION
Due to space limitations, the maximum number of participants to the Civil Society Forum on Migration and Development will be limited to 200. A selection procedure is set in place, requiring interested organisations/institutions to fill out this Application Form.

A Steering Committee representing various civil society sectors from all parts of the world will advise the King Baudouin Foundation regarding the format of the civil society event, its agenda, the participants, the speakers, and other relevant issues.
II. AGENDA, FORMAT, THEMES

The precise agenda for the Civil Society Forum will be developed in April. The themes that will be discussed are the same as the ones that appear on governmental part of the agenda of the ‘Global Forum on Migration and Development’ : 

· Human Capital Development and Labour Mobility: Maximizing Opportunities and Minimizing Risks

· Remittances and other Diaspora Resources: Increasing their Volume and Development Value  
· Enhancing Institutional and Policy Coherence, and Promoting Partnerships 
It should be noted that more information on these themes and on the agenda of the Civil Society Forum will be made available on www.gfmd-civil-society.org shortly. 

The aim of this civil society event is to bring interested non-governmental parties together to exchange ideas and experiences, and to prepare a set of conclusions and if possible, recommendations for the Global Forum. A civil society delegation will be invited to the first plenary session of the Global Forum, to present these recommendations. 
The Civil Society Forum will be organised in a way that allows for genuine discussion amongst civil society actors, and that allows participants to work towards a concrete output at the end of the day. There will be a combination of smaller group discussions and plenary sessions. Speakers will be identified by the Steering Committee. 
III. HOW TO PARTICIPATE
Due to space limitations we are obliged to establish a selection procedure for participants to the Civil Society Forum on Migration and Development. The selection process will be conducted by the King Baudouin Foundation, and the final decision regarding the participants will be taken together with the Steering Committee. 
Selection criteria are as follows:
a. Organisations/institutions should be able to display a broad substantive expertise and/or experience in one or more of the three themes that will be discussed (see above) 

b. Participating organisations/institutions should have a broad constituency, should be of a public interest nature, and should be operating at the local, national, or international level. 
c. A balance should be achieved as far as the following ‘sectors’ of civil society are concerned : 

· Diaspora / migrant organisations 

· NGOs
· Academia/ Think tanks

· Business sector

· Trade unions 

d. Participants should come from all geographical regions and the organisers will strive to achieve a gender balance among participants.  
Procedure for participation :
First of all it should be noted that this Application Form will only be used to identify and select participants to the Civil Society Forum, and not to identify and select speakers. It is one of the tasks of the Steering Committee to identify speakers. 

Persons interested in participating in the Civil Society Forum need to fill out this Application Form and return it by e-mail only to barroo.s@kbs-frb.be on 10 April at the latest. Participants will be advised by 1 May whether they are selected to participate in this event. 
Participation costs : 

Funding will be available for some of the participants who are not able to fund their participation. Please use this Application Form to indicate whether you have a need for funding or not. Funding provided by the organisers will at the maximum cover travel costs from the country of origin to Brussels, and hotel costs (breakfast included) for two nights. On 9 July all participants to the Civil Society Forum will be offered a lunch.
