ABOUT NYNETHA

The establishment of the National Youth Network on HIV/AIDS, Nigeria registered with Corporate Affairs Commission (RC 21691) as Youth Network on HIV/AIDS in Nigeria (NYNETHA) was informed by the perceived need by the National AIDS Control Agency (NACA), Ministry of Intergovernmental Affairs, Youth Development and Special Duties (now ministry of youths) and UN system in Nigeria to establish a body that would mobilize and coordinate youth HIV/AIDS issues in the country, replicate the success observed in Ethiopia and other countries. The evolvement of the network has been a great leap in the whole effort to fight against HIV/AIDS pandemic among Nigerian youth. 

The network provides a unique opportunity for the very active and vulnerable to partner with the government and other stakeholders to fight against the pandemic among their folks and provide a vantage point to critically review our collective efforts at mounting a sustainable national response to the HIV/AIDS epidemic. Prior to the establishment of the network in 2004, youth involvement, participation and partnership with other stakeholders were largely uncoordinated and lagged behind. The Nigerian youth are grateful to NACA, Ministry of Intergovernmental Affairs and Youth Development, and the UN system in Nigeria for the contribution in setting up of the network. The networks complements the NACA efforts as it collaborates with other partners towards achieving the HIV/AIDS National Strategic Framework 2005 – 2009 (NSF) and United Nations General Assembly Declaration on Commitment to HIV/AIDS (UNGASS) 

ANAMBRA STATE NYNETHA

Anambra State Chapter of the Youth Network on HIV/AIDS (AN.NYNETHA) is the state chapter of the network in Anambra state. AN.NYENETHA is a network of young people working on HIV/AIDS and sexual reproductive health and rights issues in Nigeria, irrespective of creed, ethnic background, cadre, discipline, institution and geographical location. The network works to reduce the burden of the HIV/AIDS among young people aged between 14 and 35 years for a more effective prevention and control of the HIV/AIDS epidemic in Nigeria and beyond by contributing meaningfully to the state, national, regional and global responses to HIV/AIDS and ensure that young people living with HIV/AIDS enjoy equal rights, opportunities and responsibilities as every other young citizen of the country without any form of discrimination.  The network is committed to work towards the improvement of the quality of lives of young people living with and affected by HIV/AIDS in Nigeria and to encourage them to work together in support groups, local and state networks for better coordination and meaningful representation on issues affecting young people’s welfare. NYNETHA operates as a non-profit, non-governmental network.

The chapter as at December 2006 has 46 member-affiliated youth serving organizations networking together in the fight against the HIV/AIDS pandemic among youth. The network works with the national level to achieve the overall goals and objectives of the network. We also collaborate with other networks like CISHAN, APYIN, NEPWAN, NGOS and development partners working in the state. UNFPA is a foremost and proud supporter of the network not only in Anambra state but in about 17 states of the Federation. 

ABOUT THE ANAMBRA YOUTH BEST PRACTICE AND CHALLENGE INITIATVE

At this pivotal moment in history, when the governments of the world in partnership with the civil society are expressing a united call to end the scourge of HIV/AIDS and its related other thematic areas of Millennium Development Goals (MDG) which include poverty reduction, gender empowerment and human right, Anambra State NYNETHA is excited to be coordinating and developing a database of the Anambra State best practices and challenges to ensure that the voices of youth and members of vulnerable youths and groups working to salvage the situations are heard and  included sectoral, local, state, national and global dialogues. The purposes of the program are:

· To develop a database of best practice programs of young people of Anambra State in the areas of HIV/AIDS and its related areas that include poverty reduction, gender empowerment and human right;

· To amplify the voices of youth by facilitating presentation of the best practices and challenges of young people in the response against HIV/AIDS and its corollaries that will serve a tool for dialogue between young people and local, state, national and international policy makers; and

· To promote greater equity in society by ensuring that the needs of young people are included in the achievement of national and global plans such as MDG, State and National Strategic Framework for Action, ICPD, CEDAW and other national and international conventions as poverty reduction plans and in line with African Youth Charter, National Youth Policy and National Youth Agenda

FEATURES OF THE PROGRAM
NYNETHA calls for application from youth led, youth focused and youth serving organizations in Anambra state to submit paper based on their previous works in the state. The papers would focus on HIV/AIDS and its related thematic areas of MDG as follow

1. HIV/AIDS

2. Poverty Reduction

3. Gender Empowerment and mainstreaming

4. Human right

NYNETHA will work with other partners to select approximately 100 youth led and youth focused programs relating to the areas of HIV/AIDS, poverty reduction, gender empowerment, and human right from various communities in Anambra state. 

The selected organizations will be invited to present their papers on the date that will be communicated later to the organizations, ministries SACA, development partners and stakeholders in the state. It is the role of the presenting organization to work on their papers and edit them, making sure the originality of their presentation, grammatical correctness and priority. Focusing on the key principles of geographical coverage, equality and non-discrimination, NYNETHA and its partners will select the best 100 presentations for publication. 

The papers that make it after the presentations would be published and disseminated widely. NYNETHA will ensure that the publication is given a global spread.

A unique feature of the initiative is that young people will exchange views directly among themselves, and with local, national and international policy-makers including development partners through the published database. It will provide opportunity for organizations to showcase their programs, best practices and challenges. 

This initiative is a novel as it provides this opportunity for the first time for organizations to come together, share experiences, best practices and challenges – and even worst practices. 

As a requirement for participating in the initiative, the organizations will be expected to have a proven record of existence, done recognizable works in the fields afore specified in Anambra state and take the responsibility of the documentation and editing of their presentation. Using a participatory methodology developed by the network, they will together with other partners analyze the presentation and their relevance to the focus areas – young people, thematic areas and communities in Anambra state. The selected organization would be included in the final document that would be published and disseminated globally. 

BENEFITS TO PARTICIPATING ORGANISATIONS 

· It provides opportunity for youth serving organizations to showcase their best practices and challenges

· The initiative promotes the programs of the young people, youth led and youth focused organizations in Anambra state as well as highlighting their challenges militating against the effective programming and achievement of their goals

· It will build the capacity of youth serving organizations through experience sharing

· Provide the stakeholders, development partners and donors with the database of the capacity and areas of specialization of the participating organizations

· The booklet will serve as a roads map to all partners on who does what, where and how in Anambra state in the field of HIV/AIDS and young people.

· It will build the image of participating organizations in the state and serve as advocacy tool

· It would be a veritable instrument for resource mobilization. 

CRITERIA FOR SELECTION 

· Applicants must be youth led/ youth focused/ youth serving organization

· The presentation must be youth focused.

· The presentation must be relevant to youths, the identified thematic areas (HIV/AIDS, Gender empowerment, poverty reduction and human right and done in Anambra state.

· Presentation must be written in good English.

· The presentation must show originality.

· The organization must be willing to have their presentation published by the network and made available to the public.

· Applicants must be genuine organization in based or working in Anambra state. 

· Applications sent by individuals will not be accepted

THE APPLICATION PROCESS

Interested applicants should:

a) Complete the attached application form;

b) Show willingness to present the paper during the stakeholders meeting that would be arranged for that purpose  

c) The presentation should be typed double spaced in size 12 of Times New Romans

d) Comply with the number of words allocated for each column.

e) Submit letter of authority to publish the paper

f) Pay non-refundable fee of One thousand Naira (N1, 000) into NYNETHA account and submit the scanned or photocopy of the teller. (See account information below)
