Core CLC Canada Team
The coordinating team is comprised of: CLC Canada National Project Coordinator, CLC Regional Coordinators (9); Aboriginal Youth Engagement Coordinator; and Provincial and Territorial Volunteer Outreach Coordinators (1-3 per province/territory). This core team is ultimately responsible for the implementation and delivery of the CLC Canada program.
CLC Canada – Volunteer Outreach Coordinators [1-3 per province and territory]:
· The provincial and territorial outreach coordinators are representatives of their respective youth communities, aimed at strengthening and supporting the CLC reach through local outreach initiatives. 

· Each volunteer outreach coordinator will be well supported by the CLC regional coordinator as well as the CLC National Project Coordinator.
· Position will be partially based in a partner youth organisation [position will not require relocation]
· Volunteer position with occasional stipend, 10 - 15h/w
· Nine month contract – September 2007 to May 2008 
Core Responsibilities (These will be distributed between two or more volunteers per region)

Online Engagement:
· Responsible for the provincial/territorial versions of the website, which includes adding content such as local events and opportunities listings, and strengthening the online database of youth serving organizations. 

· Promote, prepare and send monthly e-newsletters via the provincial/territorial Making Connections mailing list in order to encourage collaborations between local youth groups and share information and resources that are locally relevant.
Offline Engagement:
· Represent TakingITGlobal and CLC Canada at conferences and events  

· Coordinate and facilitate Open Forums on relevant local issues in schools, community centres, libraries and other relevant venues in conjunction with partner organizations

· Making presentations and workshops for youth groups on how to leverage TakingITGlobal’s online tools

· Ability to travel within Canada (specifically within home province/ territory)
Team Communications:
· Maintain communications with Regional Coordinator, and submit progress reports on a monthly basis. 

· Take part in conference calls with the CLC national team, and occasionally with the CLC National Project Coordinator.
