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DTA COMMUNITY STEP DOWN PROJECT REPORT 


In April 2007, a N65, 000 grant was awarded by the British Council and The World Bank for community development on the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) to Junior Achievement Nigeria.

Our project was centered on the health community emphasizing the MDGs in that sector as well as poverty eradication through social enterprise and business management.

Junior Achievement Nigeria held its community project on the 8th of June 2007 at the Lagos State Health College, 8 Harvey Road, Yaba. The event started at 11am with registration of participants and by 12 noon, the program started with an introduction of the Executive Director of Junior Achievement Nigeria, the school coordinator and lectures that were already present. 
A presentation on the eight (8) MDGs was given and a brief on Junior Achievement Nigeria and its programs by Mr. Muhammed Sanni. The Director of the school, Dr. E.K.O John, gave a short talk on why the participants should take action on all that had been said and the importance each person has to play in achieving the MDGs by the year 2015.
Miss Clara Pascal who is an international based entrepreneur, gave a talk on “Poverty eradication through social enterprise and business management”. She emphasized the need to change orientations about starting a business and also gave some tips on starting a small scale business. Her life experiences were of great impact on the participants. Questions were asked on how to sustain such businesses and where to get help to run these businesses. Dr. Shola Oguntona also gave a brief talk on healthy living.
There were about two hundred (200) people including the students of the college, lecturers, members of staff of Junior Achievement Nigeria, Club members of LEO 404 from Federal College of Technology, secondary school students from Awori College Ojo, and community members in attendance. Also present were DTA Facilitators from other NGOs; Folasade Kolawole and Emmanuela of Youth Vision Initiative, Olalekan Fadeyi of Centre for Governance & Qualitative Studies, Gbenga Adebiyi of Global Youths Action Society Network and Besida Ogbemi of Haven Designs. 
There was presentation of gift items for participants during a question and answer session. Refreshments and presentation of certificates for the participants
The event was rounded up with a free check up of body vitals by a medical team for the community members. The health team was a crop of final year students. 
The satisfaction of the project carried out was the presence of community members from the area who came forward to be checked by the health team as well as students and lecturers of the Lagos State College of Health requesting that for continuity purposes, that a club be set up in the school.
We at Junior Achievement Nigeria are grateful to British Council and the World Bank for taking the achievement of the MDGs a step further in our community.
