NEPAL, Kathmandu - Kathmandu is the capital city of Nepal and the largest urban center in the country with population 1.8M (2001).

DESCRIPTION

CECI has been active in the area of economic and social development in Nepal for 16 years. It has become the most active and best-known Canadian development organization in the country, respected and consulted by CIDA and most multilateral and bilateral donors as well as the government of Nepal.

This position calls for a volunteer to assist in activities to promote and expand the Bio-Briquette Alternative Energy program in Nepal. This includes creating a Bio-Briquette Producer Association at the grass-roots level and establishing a Resource Center Network to disseminate information and advocate for greater adoption of briquette technology.

Project Objective:

UNITERRA partners in Nepal are involved in various grassroots development initiatives to contribute to the improvement of the livelihoods of rural communities associated with their member base. One of the core partners of UNITERRA is 'Federation of Community Forest Users Nepal (FECOFUN)' that has community forest users as members all over Nepal. Along with advocating community forestry user group rights, locally, nationally, and regionally, FECOFUN is also involved in providing value added services to its members. Two main services are to provide training and opportunities in income generation and environmental conservation. Bio-Briquettes as a source of alternative energy are a favorable income source for forest users and also aid in reducing deforestation and loss of biodiversity. In order to increase use of this technology, FECOFUN has established a long-term partnership with Integrated Development Society (IDS), who provides technical services to FECOFUN's member base. IDS will be involved by hosting this volunteer to work for a common project of IDS and FECOFUN in the promotion of Bio-Briquette Alternative Energy products.

On the basis of this partnership, UNITERRA is including IDS as one of its 'collaborative' partners in the Agriculture and Rural Development sector in order to work towards the common goal of increasing income generation opportunities and environmental conservation.
