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As events in the twenty-first century unfold, it is becoming increasingly clear that the interplay of environment, economics and security, as seen from differing local, regional and global perspectives, are some of the greatest challenges confronting humanity. Through the provision of technological infrastructure, through assisting the flow of professors and instructors and their ideas and projects across national boundaries, through providing a clearinghouse for professors, graduate students and universities, and through encouraging research and scholarship aimed at the internationalization of professors and the resolution of key global challenges facing our planet over the next century, International Professors Project (IPP) continues to develop a global academic network. Now entering our fourth year of operations, IPP is a non-profit corporation with 501(c) (3) tax-exempt status. 

In an era when the developing world has begun to recognize that it must expand the number of university faculty members if they are to educate more of their citizens, we believe that the time has come to fully internationalize professors, one academic at a time. The International Professor represents a new professoriate less attached to locale, and willing to serve wherever in the world her/his skills are needed and valued: teaching, mentoring new academics, and conducting local research while contributing to the internationalization of their host college and university faculties. 

 IPP professors will serve for periods ranging from 1 to 2 years and beyond into a career-length way of teaching and living.. At the same time, they will be helping to ameliorate the “brain drain” from less developed countries by improving domestic educational opportunities- thereby retaining indigenous talent and fostering home-grown and country-relevant innovation.  
IPP is spreading by cultural diffusion, with each participating University making its own cultural, social, ideological, ecological and technological contributions. IPP’s role is to provide the academic and organizational support needed to make this possible. During Year One of the proposed Faculty Support Program, five professors will serve as mentors, teachers, researchers and scholars in diverse areas of study at participating universities, as defined by the needs of the host University. IPP professors will also offer promising young local academics advanced preparation in key concepts and methods, so that they may become more skillful and better motivated to teach and conduct research in ways that will address their own Country’s economic and social development priorities, both within their own discipline and as a part of a multidisciplinary team.  As well, because it is probable that country-specific demographics will continue to play one of the largest roles in world and regional conflicts, it is important for all IPP participants in the Faculty Support Program to take into account Global, Local and Regional perspectives through their specific disciplines.  IPP will promote awareness of these interactions as a part of its underlying pedagogic approach.
