On Strike is a political rock band from Ontario. Their music fuses hard rock with catchy melodies, in a way that gives their sound a nostalgic, yet progressive sound. The band, made up of four educated individuals, sprang out of each members desire to use music in order to create social change. There have been many political rock musicians, from Bob Dylan to Rage Against the Machine, who have managed to use good music in order to get a broad social message out to audiences. On Strike takes their cue from their political predecessors but with a message that is about issues from the twenty-first century. With memorable live shows and songs that connect to their audience, the band is starting to establish itself as one of Canada’s premier new voices in political rock. 
The song “Dirtybombs” by the political rock band On Strike, is not diatribe against any particular governmental administration. More accurately, it is a hard rock song that attacks the mentality of war, no matter who is involved.
