As a result of these problem mentioned above, I decided to walk hand in hand with two HIV/AIDS pet corps members in my school, we formed a club called HIV/AIDS CLUB, and on these basis, I carried out my project.


The club is composed of both junior and senior students on the basis of willingness to participate in the club. A total of sixty (60) students were trained (fifty (50) females and ten (10) males).
