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The December 2007 Staying Alive  Awards

Guidelines

About the Awards
1. Awards up to $12,000 will be made to youth-led organizations and young people in communities where HIV/AIDS is prevalent. 

2. Awards are made for one year of activities; all Awards are eligible for renewal.  

3. The Awards Review Committee consists of experts on the issues including representatives from the Awards’ underwriters, the Spray to Change Attitudes Campaign. 

4. Award winners will be required to submit a mid-term progress report and a final project report.    

5. Recipients of a Staying Alive Award will agree to be audited and reviewed at anytime during the award term.

6. Noncompliance with the terms of the Award, or false statements made in connection with the application or management of Award funds shall be cause for termination of the Award, and The Staying Alive Foundation may require reimbursement of any payments made.

7. Completed application forms must be received by midnight Monday, October 1st 2007
8. New Staying Alive Awards will be announced Monday December 3rd  2007.

Awards criteria

Awards will be made to individual young people and youth-led initiatives that:

1. educate and/or disseminate responsible and accurate information about HIV and AIDS targeted to youth

2. identify, support and mentor individual youth leaders responding to HIV and AIDS in their communities

3. eliminate or alleviate the stigma and discrimination associated with HIV and AIDS 

4. encourage young people to take concrete action to protect themselves from HIV infection

5. demonstrate innovation and creativity

6. reflect and honor the culture in which the project operates

7. provide compelling stories that can be promoted and publicized

Eligibility:
· All Staying Alive Award winners must demonstrate credibility through independent references, government accreditation, and verifiable banking and accounting systems. 

· Staying Alive Awards will not be made for scholarships, capital improvements, laboratory research, and major equipment. 
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
