As part of GYCA's capacity-building efforts, we will be providing a free e-course on Grant Writing/Fundraising from Tuesday, September 25 to Wednesday, October 24.  

This four-week e-course is a peer-to-peer training to educate young people about effective fundraising methodology. The course will give young people a chance to acquire adequate skills, and provide them with tools to write an effective funding proposal. The course focuses around the following areas:

1) Importance of grant writing 

2) Learning the “do’s and don’ts” of a convincing proposal and gaining persuasive writing tips

3) Providing resources for finding grants

4) Effective fundraising strategies

The e-course will take four weeks and require at least 4-6 hours of work per week.  Participants are expected to be dedicated and committed to the course. Participants will end the course with a grant proposal or an abstract and expected to submit it after the course. The course is solely for people who are actively interested in learning about fundraising and grant writing. Participants will be encouraged to share their experiences about previous knowledge and skills in this area. 
Criteria for a certificate of course completion is as follows: 
Submit answers to weekly questions by the given deadlines
Meaningfully contribute to the discussion board at least once a week; engage in dialogue with other participants when appropriate 
Final grant proposal should be completed and satisfactory (all questions answered fully and coherently)
It is crucial that if you are considering applying, you must be devoted to follow up post-course on a monthly basis. It is important that you stay in contact with your facilitators about the progress of implementing the information you learned. Therefore, please take this seriously! 
IF YOU WILL BE BUSY WITH TIME-CONSUMING PROJECTS OR IF YOU ARE TRAVELLING THROUGHOUT APRIL/EARLY MAY AND HAVE LITTLE TO NO INTERNET ACCESS – DO NOT APPLY!

MEET THE INSTRUCTORS:

Caitlin L. Chandler: Caitlin L. Chandler is a Project Officer for the Global Youth Coalition on HIV/AIDS.  Caitlin has over three years of experience working with HIV/AIDS nonprofits.  In New York, she served as a Board Member and Marketing Director of the NYC Student Initiative for AIDS, a nonprofit student-run organization, where she oversaw a ‘Get Tested’ campaign and three benefit shows that raised several thousand dollars.  

Caitlin also worked as the 2004 World AIDS Week Director for the West Africa AIDS Foundation in Accra, Ghana, where she oversaw the creation of a song, music video and concert that drew over 10,000 people.  She produced a short documentary while there about the pandemic.  Caitlin later created a digital photography exchange program, Talking With Pictures, between a public school in Accra and New York City.  She was an intern for Doctors Without Borders' Access to Essential Medicines Campaign and is a founding board member of the Health Equity Project.

Caitlin is a recent graduate of New York University, where she received her honors B.A. in history and comparative literature.  While in school, Caitlin was the Co-Editor-in-Chief of Brownstone Magazine and an intern at the Village Voice.  She studied abroad in Cuba, Ghana and conduced research in South Africa for her senior thesis on the evolution of violent political resistance to apartheid.  She was born and raised in Virginia, U.S.A.
