Proposed initiatives 

(DRAFT)
· Incorporating HIV and AIDS awareness in activities under the ‘Sailing the Nile’ initiative.
· Celebration of the World AIDS Day in Menya where the Sailing the Nile initiative will stop to promote MDG n. 6 "Combat HIV/AIDS, malaria and other diseases".
· Launching a media campaign lead by Egypt's celebrities and/or Goodwill Ambassadors through delivering messages on HIV and AIDS on television, radio, newspapers and the internet (linkage Unite for Children. Unite Against AIDS's media campaign)
1. Recorded radio messages by Goodwill Ambassadors and committed actors/sport stars to be aired in the weeks preceding and following the WAD

2. Radio competition on HIV/AIDS
3. Live interviews on HIV/AIDS of goodwill ambassadors, UN officers, experts  on TV and at the radio

4. Internet campaign through:

· Web Messengers (work on a standard attachment to be shared as widely as possible)
· Facebook (why not setting up the group "2007 WAC in Egypt" where uploading photos, IEC materials and posting news and relevant info on the epidemic)
· "Unite for Children. Unite against AIDS" website

· Other websites (both in English and Arabic) used by youth  
· To launch an awareness and visibility campaign through the possible use of jerseys with the AIDS ribbon logo or other HIV related logos to be worn by Egypt's football players during a football game.
On the last match-day before the WAD, all the football players of the premier league will enter the pitch wearing WAD commemorative shirts. Then the captains or the speaker will read a very brief message on HIV/AIDS, providing useful information on the epidemic and the available services.
  

· To raise awareness for HIV and AIDS amongst Egypt's refugee community with the help of NGO working with Sudanese refugees, a majority in Egypt's refugee population.
· In cooperation with the ENNAA, organize HIV and AIDS awareness activities all over Lower Egypt
· Advocate for a higher level of advertising and promotion of the Egyptian AIDS/HIV HOTLINE and the VCCTs.
Small stickers inside Cairo's (and Alexandria's?) BUSES, TRAMS, METRO AND TRAIN CARRIAGES, AIRPORT TOILETS

Large banners to be placed on Cairo's (and Alexandria's) BUSES, TRAMS and METRO Carriages

· Unite with the youth-led NGOs, to coordinate their activities
Informative booth at Cairo's Universities

FEMSA-Egypt to target medical students at the respective Universities/Schools
Conference on HIV/AIDS organized by the EMWA with prominent speakers from the NAP, the MOHP, the Medical Syndicate and the UN

Other activities to be proposed by NGOs

· UN workday on HIV/AIDS
Standard email around WAD for ETG Chair to all the UN Staff in Egypt

30-minute speech by agencies' focal points (where available) on HIV/AIDS and services available.  

Distribution on IEC material + invitation to WAD Closing Ceremony 
· Involve the Egypt Business Coalition on HIV/AIDS and the private sectors as sponsors (see relevant document) and partners with a "WAD in the workplace": CEO or Senior Managers to send an email about HIV/AIDS and related services to all employees on World AIDS Day.  Condoms/pamphlets and other materials to be distributed outside corporation offices to reach out to employees. 
· Red Ribbon project involving women in need to produce "Red ribbon" material for the UN workday on HIV/AIDS
· WAC event in a Medical school to raise awareness of HIV/AIDS among health specialists

· "Creative Arts Competition" on the 2007 WAC theme "Leadership" or about the locally chosen slogan
