What is STAND UP and SPEAK OUT?

The Stand Up and Speak Out moment is a worldwide call to make poverty history and to meet the Millennium Development Goals. More than 23 million people all over the world stood up in all countries of the world to remind world leaders of their commitment to the world’s poorest of the poor. What did we achieve? We succeeded in putting MDGs on the front burner of political discourse; we set a Guinness world record of being the most number of persons to stand up within a given period of time. This year on the 16th and 17th of October your position would count and your voices will be heard and further consolidate the efforts to make poverty history in Nigeria and the whole world at large by governments and the international community.
Why the Campaign?

The campaign was conceived as a way to get people to take action on issue of poverty in the land. People are expected to Stand Up against poverty and Speak Out against unjust policies by governments and the unacceptable situation of poverty in Nigeria and the world over. It is a symbolic gesture to draw the attention of governments and the international community on facts about poverty in Nigeria which though not exhaustive are as follows:
· Over 5 million youths are not employed

· Nigeria is among the poorest countries of the world

· Over 7million primary age children are out of school

· There are 201 children who will die by the age of 5 out of every 1000 born in Nigeria 

· 800 pregnant women out of 100,000 die during child birth in Nigeria

· 4.4 million Nigerians are living with HIV/AIDS
How you can take part 

10 p.m. 16th October to 10 p.m. 17th October 2007 is the world’s Stand Up and speak out moment. You can do the following to contribute to the process of making poverty eradication a top agenda:
· organise  a group of persons in your work place, schools, markets, shops, e.t.c to stand up for a minute in unison

· Wear a white band and tell at least 10 persons. The white band is a  symbol that speaks against poverty
· Ask everyone to raise a  national flag, their hands or raise a piece of white cloth
· Make sure you record the stand up moment on a camera, fill an attached form with list of activities conducted and e-mail to: csacefa2000@yahoo.com

What are the steps of a Stand Up and Speak Out moment?   

STEP 1  
Identify a Stand Up Coordinator who gives a brief explanation of what Stand Up and Speak Out Campaign is all about

STEP 2 The Stand Up Coordinator asks everyone to come together and sit/kneel down (people with disabilities can be counted by their presence or by performing any appropriate symbolic action). 

STEP 3
The Stand Up Coordinator asks the crowd to count down from ten with him/her. At “0” everyone literally stands up (disabled people can take any appropriate action to show their support) 

STEP 4
The Coordinator reads the Stand Up Pledge with the standing crowd. During the Stand Up Moment: 
· Ask everyone to perform a symbolic action such as lighting a candle, waving a piece of white fabric or the Nigerian flag 

· Ensure that your event is captured on camera, phone, or video recorder. You can then mail them to csacefa2000@yahoo.com or by uploading to the website www.standagainstpoverty.org  

STEP 5
The Stand Up coordinator assigns people to count or closely estimate the number of people who are standing up and speaking out. 

STEP 6
The Coordinator informs the crowd that “X” number of people stood up during this challenge and that their efforts will be counted as part of the second Stand Up and Speak Out Guinness World Record. 

STEP 7
As soon as possible after your moment, ensure that someone in your group records your final Stand UP and Speak Out numbers and description using the M&E form on the tool kit or by SMS to the following numbers: 08023042409 or 08036000441. From 10 p.m. on 16th October, you can also fill the record validation form available on www.standagainstpoverty.org 

Time frame for breaking the Guinness Record in Nigeria 
People all around the world have 24 hours from 10 p.m. on October 16th to 10 p.m. 17th October 2007 to break the Guinness World Record for the largest number of people to stand up and speak out to make poverty history. To be counted towards this World record attempt, all Nigerians Stand Up moments must take place during the 24hr timeframe –but any other mobilisation activities can fall outside of it
