UNESCO UK is responsible for monitoring and promoting progress on the Decade on Education for Sustainable Development that began in 2005. This responsibility is devolved to a Co-ordinating Committee composed of the relevant key stakeholders in the sector. 

The role of the post will be to:

· gather data across all sectors of education and learning on education for sustainable development;

· assess this data in relationship to the aims of the Decade and priorities agreed by the key stakeholders in the UK;

· prepare appropriate reports for UK UNESCO and key stakeholders;

· disseminate outcomes of the research via relevant national and regional forums and networks.

The person appointed would be expected to be an:

· experienced researcher in areas of education and/or social sciences;

· have a proven track record in completing research projects to deadlines and funders;

· ability to work with a range of stakeholders including government, educational bodies and civil society organisations;

· knowledge of education for sustainable development.

This post will be part-time and be for 2.5 days per week from November 5st until end of March 2008.

Salary for the post will be pro rata: £25,134-£27,465 per annum plus £2,323 if the person appointed is based in London 
If further funding is secured from UK government, the contract may be extended.

The person appointed will be accountable to an advisory group of the Decade Co-ordinating Committee. The person appointed could be located anywhere in the UK.  Applicants who have a direct linked to research within a university would be an advantage. The appointed applicant would be expected to commence employment almost immediately as there will be a need to achieve outcomes of progress March 2007.
