Mission statement
“This planet has no passengers so we all are the crew”.  Environmental awareness and digital divide are our common concerns.  As educators and students, we help poor schools to be able to be online and learn with us. For this, we need help from all levels of society.
Background
One of our goals in the ENO Programme is to bring poor schools in developing countries to become active participants. We have decided to launch a twinning programme where schools in rich countries adopt schools from poor countries. Knowledge will be transferred between schools and there will be close contacts between schools.
How the program works
All levels in society are needed as this is our common concern. In the ENO Twinning Programme the levels are as follows:
· Level 1: Individuals (students and teachers )/Public Sector 

· Level 2:  Training and guidance ( NGO’s )/ “Third Sector” 

· Level 3:  Additional support for hardware (companies )/Private Sector 

Level 1 is the grassroot level. It’s us who work at schools, students, teachers and school staff. Our objective is to help poor schools for a good start in networking.
On Level 2 we have NGO’s to help us. Some organisations have promised to help us in getting the equipment, in teacher training and general guidance. 
On Level 3 we aim to get additional support to poor schools from the private sector. We are searching for a suitable company for this.

Regional Focus: Africa
The Twinning Program will focus on ENO schools in Africa during the schoolyears 2003-05. A face-to-face meeting will be organised during the ENO 2004 Conference in South Africa.

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September - December  2003: Sharing  information
1. See on the list which school is your twin school 

2. Copy the contact email address of your twin school ( below the name of school ). 

3. Send email to your twin school, introduce yourself and your school. Send your school contact information including your postal address. 

4. Try to get your students to change emails with students of your twin school ( E Pals ) 

5. Send material about your school and community (brochures, maps, photos ) to your twin school either via email or postal mail. 

6. Try to organise common chats with your twin school. 

7. Share all this information with your ENO class, your school and the local community. 
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January - May 2004: Sharing knowledge and best practices
1. Teachers at twin schools share their knowledge and best practices with each other via email 

2. Teachers share their problems in teaching ( equipment, facilities, time etc. ) and try to find out ways to help each other. 

3. Students go on with their email exchange. 

The goal for 2004 is a face-to-face meeting of the twinning schools in ENO 2004 Conference, October 2004 in Treverton, South Africa.
