1. Journalism

For the best original article in Arabic or English on the Competition's theme. Judges will be looking for articles showing commitment to the World AIDS Campaign, awareness of the theme and understanding of the particular readership.
The article should not be longer than 60 lines and typed double-spaced on a numbered A4 sheet.

The article should bear the full name of the author on each page. 

Each participant is allowed to send only one article

2. Creative writing 

For the best original short story in Arabic or English on the Campaign's theme. Judges will be looking for stories of genuine "behavioural-change" value to the target readership. 
The story should not be longer than 2,000 words and typed double-spaced on a numbered A4 sheet.

The story should bear the full name of the author on each page. 

Each participant is allowed to send only one story

3. Art works
For the best art work (drawing, painting or picture) on the Campaign's theme. Judges will be looking for the most creative and imaginative way of using art to change people's behaviour about the theme  
The art work should not be larger than 50x50cm and bearing on the back the full name of the author.

All the submitted art works will be part of an exhibition during the WAC Closing Event.

Submitted art works might be used for our website or printed materials.

Please note that inappropriate art works might be censored.

Each participant is allowed to send only one kind of art works.
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
