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Q: I signed up for the Prairies Connector, but I don’t know what Taking It Global is.

A: Takingitglobal.org (TIG) is a not-for-profit organization that is youth run. It has a seemingly overwhelming amount of tools to help youth connect with others who are interested in the same local and global issues as themselves. 

First there are tools to express yourself. These include blogs, podcasts, artwork and writing. You can submit your own, or browse the entries already submitted by TIG members.

There are also resources on the site. Resources include events, organizations and volunteer/job opportunities in your area. You can search the resources, as well as add them!

If you are just getting started, you may want to check out “Understanding Issues”. (http://www.takingitglobal.org/understand ) Hopefully it will lead you to interesting issues and educate you more about them. You can then find organizations and events surrounding the issue that interests you most.

Tip: Be sure to click on My TIG and Edit your profile. Your profile will be the page that displays your activity on Taking It Global, as well as your personal information.
Q : What is Creating Local Connections Canada (CLC)?

A: Creating Local Connections Canada (CLC Canada) is an integrated three-year program (2006-2009) of TakingITGlobal with a goal of inspiring, informing, and involving youth as engaged participants in Canadian society through: awareness and access, collaboration and communication, and capacity building initiatives. CLC Canada is a collaborative initiative aimed at promoting and supporting youth participation in Canada.

The goals of the CLC Canada program are:
• To raise awareness and provide access to youth opportunities and resources
