CSD-16 FUNDED YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE APPLICATION

The 16th session of the United Nations Commission on Sustainable Development (CSD-16) will be held from 5 to 16 May 2007 at the UN Headquarters, New York. We’re happy to announce three funded places for youth representation at CSD-16, thanks to Inwent (a German non-profit organisation with worldwide operations dedicated to human resource development, advanced training and dialogue) and the United Nations for making the funds available. 

Selected youth representatives will receive full funding to cover return ticket to New York, accommodation and daily subsistence for the period of CSD-16. While the United States Consular officers reserve the final authority to issue visas, the Youth Caucus leadership will, as much as possible, assist selected participants who require visas to enter the United States. 

Supported participants will be required to:

a. participate actively for the full duration of CSD-16 

b. participate in any pre-CSD-16 youth activity that may be organised, including online consultations, Youth Blast, etc

c. write a report covering youth activities and engagements at CSD-16
d. return to his/her country after CSD-16
e. undertake briefing events for youths and youth-serving organisations in his/her country as a means of expanding the youth movement for the CSD, and ensuring massive awareness of the global sustainable development process

f. collaborate with German youth delegates and Inwent before, during and after CSD-16 on sustainable development activities

The following selection criteria will be used: 

· age (up to 26 years)

· gender balance (preferably 1 male and 2 female)
· geographical preference (only applicants from developing countries and economies in transition will be considered; Africa, Asia and Latin America)
· applicants should have been engaged in a youth organisation since at least two years, and demonstrate support from his/her organisation
· the main focus of the applicant’s engagements should be within the thematic clusters/areas of CSD-16 (Agriculture, Rural development, Land, Drought, Desertification) 
· good English skills

Interested persons who meet the above criteria should complete the application form below. 

Note:

Please note that young people who do not meet the above criteria, or who may not emerge successful from this funding process are encouraged to seek alternative support to be able to attend CSD-16. The Youth Caucus leadership will do its best to facilitate accreditation for all youth applicants, as much as possible.
