REPORT OF THE NIGERIA CLIMATE CHANGE CONFERENCE IN COMMEMORATION OF THE INTERNATIONAL DAY OF ACTION ON CLIMATE  CHANGE HELD ON THE 8TH OF DECMBER, 2007 AT LAWMA CONFERENCE HALL IJORA LAGOS STATE NIGERIA
 
INTRODUCTION
 
The African AU Head of States Summit held in January 2007at Addis Ababa committed Member states to address key issues related to Climate Change adaptation and endorsed an action plan requesting ADB, ECA AND AU to implement the Climate Development Programme (ClimDev)Program. A short term out come of the programme is to ensure that the National Adaptation Plan of Action (NAPA) is completed by the end of 2007. The completion of the NAPA’s is important if the donor and development agencies are to intervene in Climate Change adaptation issues in each country.
Nigeria Submitted its First National communication to the UNFCCC in November 2003 and established Nigeria Clean Development Mechanism National Authority in March 2004.
Meanwhile Civil Society Groups and active campaigns network meet in December 2005 at COP11MOP1and COP11/MOP11November 2006 and deliberated on several issues on awakening policy makers and stakeholders and communities of the World on Climate Change and the urgency needed in steeping up actions to save humanity.
It is in the wake of this Global Campaigns that Active Young people and several Civil Society meet and resolve to align their expertise and initiatives in preparing Nigeria to face Climate Change on the 8th December 2007 at Lagos Nigeria just as other Countries of the World commemorates the Day in line with Global objectives.

COMMUNIQUE ADOPTED AT THE END OF THE ONE DAY NIGERIA CLIMATE CHANGE CONFERENCE HELD AT LAGOS STATE WASTE MANAGEMENT AUTHORITY CONFERENCE HALL, LAGOS ON THE 8TH OF DECEMBER, 2007.
The Global Climate change campaign geared towards setting up actions and commitment by stakeholders for humanity to feel secure is a life time commitment. Concerned by the speed of climate change and the lack of action particularly by the government and relevant stakeholders in Nigeria whose responsibility is to ensure that Nigeria avoids the over arching danger of climate change, Taiwo Adewole and Associates and Coalition of NGO’s committed to environmental sustainability, having meet at Lagos on the commemoration of the 8th of December, 2007 International Demonstrations on climate change resolve to:

1. Support the UNFCCC (COP13), Bali Indonesia 2007 meeting committed to building Key principles for the GHG emission.

2. Call upon the Government in Nigeria and other relevant agencies and stakeholders to set up a long term strategy and particularly establishment of Nigeria Climate Change Commission and National Adaptation and Vulnerability action Plan aimed at promoting emission reductions under the International Climate Change Frameworks.

3. Accept to Establish a Nigeria Working Group on Climate Change (NWGCC) as a platform of engaging with policy makers and stakeholders on local adaptation initiative on climate change.

4. Recognize distinct role of public private partnership (PPP) in achieving demonstrable mitigation and adaptation strategy.

5. Recognize the urgent need for the integration of gender and climate change policies.

6. Africa government initiative should come up with regional policy and action, so Nigeria should come up with a Formidable National Climate Change Policy.

7. We urge the government to take immediate action on urban vulnerability to climate change in cities like Lagos Kano, Port Harcourt, Kaduna and Ibadan among others.

8. The civil society should have a coordinated voice on climate change, adaptation and vulnerability in Nigeria.
9. Call on the Nigeria youth to take active participation on climate change adaptation and cooperate with relevant stakeholders to ensure that they are not excluded in the process.
